Capt, Percy Cantwell, AEF,
Visiting Home Here

Captain Percy J. Cantwell, of the
American Expeditionary Force, ar-
rived here on Saturday njght on a visit
to his old home in’Charlottetown.

He is a brother of Mr. Bert Cant-
well, and of Mrs. Benjamin Stenti-

‘ford, and is stopping with the latter

on Prince Street.

Captain Cantwell was on the staff
of the Providence Journal when he
enlisted in the Rhode Island Guard,
first seeing S$ervice on the Mexican

'border in 1916, In June, 1918, he went
|to France as Lieutenant in the 355th

Field Artillery, the gunners being all
coloured men, who had been under
training at. Camp Meade, Maryland.

The 366th was 8 months in France,
being the greater part of that time
on the east of the Moselle, in the
Marbach section, on the extreme right
of the American line, Captain Cant-
well (promoted last October) com-
manding extreme battery B.

This battery of 219 men, serving 166
millimetre (about six inch) guns, saw
a considerable amount of fighting, the
regiment having 26 fatalities, Captain
Cantwell coming through without a
scratch.

The battery advanced a good deal
since it went into action, and it took
part in a frontal attack on Cornay on
November 8th.

When the armistice was signed, it
was 30 kilometres south of Metz, the
great German stronghold.

Captain Cantwell, like his brother
William, who is also in newspaper
work, is a clever writer, and his let-
ters in the Providence Journal are
valuable contributions to the litera-
ture of the war,

“Journeying' Amid the Wreckage of
War-torn France” is a fine piece of
descriptive writing. In “Back to Drill
with the Boys in France,” the cap-
tain tells a very graphic story of very

‘interesting conditions.
