College. We have no evidence that
Saint Andrew visited Scotland.
Available records show that he ex-
ercised his apostolic ministry in
the Peloponnesus. and suffered
martyrdom = at Patrae in Achaja.
His mortal remains were thence
translated to Byzantium and from
there relicts of the Apostle were
borne to Scotland early in the
eighth century and enshrined in a
Priory at Abernethy, which thence-
forth was called St. Andrew’s. This
city of St. Andrew's is in the

near the Firth of Forth, about
thirty-one  miles from Edinburgh.
The foundation at St, Andrew’s
seems to have advanced gradually.
and about the middle of the twelfth
century Bishop Arnold hegan the
eroction of a great Cathedral, This
edifice 'was over one hundred and
fifty years in building. Finally,
on July 5, 1318, the magnificent
Cathedral of St. Andrew was sol-
emnly dedicated and consecrated,
under the direction of Bishop Lam-
berton, in the presence of King
Robert Bruce. This date was al-
most exactly four years after the
battle of Bannockburn and it was
most fitting that Robert the Bruce,
the guardian of Scotland’s liberties
and the avenger of her wrongs,
should be in attendance.

HONOURING A PATRON

Nearly a hundred years later, in
1411, the University of St. And-
rew's, the oldest of Scotland's uni-
versities, was founded by Bishop
Wardlaw. This great institution
of learning flourishes at the pre-
sent day, and in 1911 celebrated
its five hundredth anniversary.
This briet review affords us evid-
ence of the devotion of the Scottish
people to the apostle St. Andrew
and furnishes a reason why they
chose him as the principle patron
of thelr country. Now turn we to
the other phase of the subject.

Day are '‘Scotsmen, the sons and
descendants of Scotsmen the world
over, Whether it be in the Old
Land, in the Dominjons beyond the
