| The Rev. Fran
In the Lewis Avenue Church, Brook-
lyn, the pastor, Rev. Frank I Hans-
com began a series of sermons on
“The Lord’s Prayer." The
was “The Fatherhood of God.” The
text was from Matthew, vi.:9: “After
this manner, therefore, pray ye “Our
Father,” et¢, Mr. Hanscom said:
Jesus of Nazareth is the speaker.
On a hillside in Galilee there is a
large crowd of people who are listen-
ing to this new teacher of religion. He
is telling them of the kind of religion
that is acceptable to God. In the
words which precede our text He has
touched on the subject of prayer, and
the gist of what he has been saving
is that prayer must be vital and real
if it is to be true. To illustrate His
meaning He refers to the method: of
praver which at that time was exdaeed-
ingly fashionable. He presents | the
picture of the Pharisee who mpmoves
along the street with ostentation, with
every crease in his garments ' and
every movement of his body "¢xying
out the fact that a great man is about
to talk to God. This man goes/to the
street corner and there before the as-
sembled crowd lifts up his voice to
proclaim his piety to a sinful world,
Having fastened that piciure of attit-
udinizing and hollow mockery before
the eyes of His hearers, Jesus then
calls their attention to the man'who
rises unobtrusively from his daily
tasks, and before anyone has ha¢d a
chance to note his absence, has with-
drawn (o his private oftfice where ghiet-
Iy and confidentially, he talks with his
friend, and, having finished, takels up
his work once more with a new laok in
his eve and a new purpose in  his
heart. With these two pictures before
His hearers He is ready (o tell them
what true prayer is and declares that
it is determined by the conception of
God which is in the mind of the man
who prays. During the next few weelks
we shall give our attention to the kind
of petitions which genuine and ac-
ceptable prayer should contain, but
today I want you to think of this
primary fact about prayer, viz.: that
the only prayer which is acceptable to
God and of any value to man is that
which is based on a right idea of God.
And what is that right idea? Ac-
cording to Jesus it is that God is our
Father. To approach God with any
other conception in our minds than
that He is related to us in the same
manner as a child is related to its
earthly parent is to make prayer un-
real. The whole controversy = which
Jesus had with the religious leaders
of His time centred around this very
point. And all the difficulties which
people have today in the matter of

religious thought grow out of the fact
that men fail to see just what is in-
volved in this fundamental statement
of Jesus concerning God. There is a
very foolish saying, often heard, “that
it makes no differehce what a man be-
lieves provided he lives up to it.” You
have heard that remark many times.
But 1 say 1t makes ltiue difference
what a man professes to believe if he
does not put his beliel into practice it
makes a tremendous difference.  If he
believes a falsehood and lives up to it,
he will live a false life; if he believes
the truth and lives up to it, he will
live a true life; if he believes wrong
and lives as he believes, he will live
wrong; if he believes right and lives
as he believes he will live right; it he

pelieves nothing definite and lives up
to it he will be as-indefinite in his life
as he is in his belief. 1 see no way to
One might be-
lieve that he could navigate yonder
ocean with no knowledge of the
science of havigation, and with neither
chart nor compass to aid him in the
attempt, but whatever his helief 1
think you will agree with me that he
had better be content to believe it and
remain at home. The delusions may
do” him little harm so long as he re
mains at home in a Morris chair; but
should he launch out in the great
broad and boisterous Atlantic he
would become speedy food for the
fishes. And if there is any man vain
enough to imagine that he can cross
the sea of life and reach in safety the
port of eternal rest with no knowledge
of the science of right living and with-
out any definite and certain knowledge
of 'the true faith which alone can keep
one from disaster and shipwreck, he is
simply playing the fool at a speed
which breaks all records. It makes a
vast difference what'a man believes if
he acts upon his belief. The prayer
which Jesus taught us to say begins
with the words “Our Father” and
when we once come to say those words
with the real belief of our heart be-
hind them we have then mastered the

greatest lesson which Jesus came to
teach the human race.
1t is sometimes stated that Jews

brought no new idea of God into the
world, but simply took ideas already
existent and breathed into them a
fresh breath of life, but you will
gearch through the other religions of

the world in vain for the idea of the
FFatherhood of God, which Jesus
taught. In the Old Testament here
and there you will find the word

father applied to God, but it was not

a conception which was held with
any certainty or for any length of
time. It was as though an artist

caught for a moment now and then a
vision of the ideal picture which he
hoped some day to put on canvas, but
even as he sought to make it real, the
vision vanished. Tall and majestic as
stand some of the Hebrew prophets,
they could only whisper to their hear-
ers that God was holy or righteous, or
mighty. Hosea’ touches the hem of
the truth of fatherhood as he speaks
of God’s forgiving love, but even that
idea is soon lost sight of in the bewil-

dering maze of ceremonies with
which the lsraelites worshipped Je-
hovah. And at the time that Jesus

came the Hebrew religion had become

s0 formal and dead that the great
notes sounded, by the prophets had
been drowned in the humdrum mo-

notony of a meaningless temple ser-
vice. It was to a people who got up
in the morning by religious ceremony
and conducted every detail of their
lives by strict adherence to religious
properfics that Jesus spoke the good
news that God is the Father of men
aind because He Kept repeating that
truth and ordering His entire life in
harmony with it He was finally ar-
rested and crucified as a blasphemer.
The men who crucified Christ avould
not accept the idea that God was a
father. They believed Him to be an
arbitrary king who belonged exclu-
sively to the Hebrew race and looked
for Him to send an ecarthly represen-
tative to occupy once inore the throne
of David and lead the armies of Israel

tribes. Any man who claimed to be
the Messiah and then went about
talking of God as though He was the.
father of all men everywhere was
bound to meet swift punishment at
the hands of folks who believed that
they had a quit claim deed to the
being of God. A study of the other
great religions of the world will yield
a like result so far as you hope to dis-
cover anything like this idea of God,
which was original with Jesus. God
the Creator, God ‘the Ruler, God the
capricious potentate of the universe,
to be propitiated by sacrifices of
beasts and even children, are views
that everywhere abound, nut a con-
ception of God which comes within
a thousand leagues of this one with
which our prayers are to begin was
never dreamed until Jesus spoke His
matchless words and illustrated His
words by a filial life.

1 have already hinted to the fact
that this idea of God as Father was
an all dominating one with Jesus. It
was the touchstone with which  He
tested all the problems which He met.
All through His ministry from begin-
ning to end He found Himself in the
company of people who were regarded
as the outcasts of society. He treated
them with tenderness and compass-
jon. Why? Because they were the
childrep of His Father. He spent a
vast amount of time in opening blind
eyes, unstopping deaf ears, giving in-
sane men a sound mind and curing lep-
ers, not because He wanted to give
exhibitions of His power but simply
because His healing ministry  could
make His Father’s children happy. He
could not understand how men who
professed to believe in God could val-
ue the performance of religious cere-
monies as more important than a hum-
an soul. He saw men  pushing and
jostling one another in an endeayour
to get a few more dollars or a few
more acres of land than his neighbors.
cheating, extorting and lying to ac-
hieve those ends and He put the ques-
tion to them with a tone of surprise,
“What shall it profit a man if he gain
the whole world and forfeit his life?”’
(His place in the family of his father?)
He brought all perplexities and ques-
tions which men are troubled with to
His conception of God as Father, and
found there an expansion which gave
Him a joy which the world could neith-
er give nor take away.

Now the question which I wish to
raise is this, does the idea of God as
given to us by Jesus meet the needs
of the world? He has been called the
world’s Redeemer, the world's Sav-
iour, the one sufficient Guide for the
race of men; does His teaching about
God justify such claims? There is a
certain kind of philosophy very popu-
lar today, called pragmatism. It teach-
es that the one valid test for every be-
lief which men may cherish is this
does it work? If a'belief produces re-
sults that are for humayp betternmient
it is good, otherwise, no matter how
altractive and beautiful it may seem,
it is to be cast as rubbish to the void.
Apply this test to Jesus conception of
God as Father and what resulls are
forthcoming? Well for one thing there
is the life of Jesus Himself and con-
cerning that the whole world agrees
with Charles Lamb when he said, “If
Shakespeare were to come into this
room we would all rise to greet him,
but.if Jesus were to enter we would
all fall on our knees and worship
Him.” And mep inside the church and
out, who have read the 'biography of
His life all agree in saying that if God
Himself were to live on earth, 1is life
would be precisely the kind of life
which Jesus lived.

But how ddes this idea of God the
IFather work out when it is actually
grasped by others? Well there is the
cage of Paul who puts this idea to the
test throughout a life af persecution
and martydrom and the whole world
witnessetiy that next to Christ Paul
was the greatest man who ever walk-
¢od this earth, In sunshing and storm
in heplth and in disease, amid plenty
ard poverty, this man marched Lo the
music of God's Fatherhood and as he
faces the exccutioner's ax, he sings a
2o of triumph, And ali <iown the
ages since men and  waomen by the
millions have accepted Jecus' teach-
ing about God,and have found thereby
dcliverance. from sin, comfort in ber-
eavement, perfect calm amid the wild-
vei storms of human experiencs and at
the last have closed their oyes with a
siile at the approach of death. And
Lelieve me, when I say, that this con-
coption joyfully eccepted and firmly
nrasped 1s the only explanation ol God
wihich can yield comfort to the neart
ofsmap or make possible a state  of
buman society in which hatred, evil
and discord are banished = and love.
