Cheese prices now are fixed at 14 cents at
shipside Montreal for No. 1, 13 1-2 cents for

Kingdom market is taking all the checs:e Can-
ada can spare. In grading cheese 45 points are
allowed for flavor, 25 points for texture, 15
points for closeness, 10 points for color and five
points for finish. The policy of the Federai
Department of Agriculture is to pay a bonus of
one cent a pound on cheese grading 93 points
out of 100, two cents a pound if it grades 94
points, or better, Cheese grading 92 points gets
into No, 1 grade but does not rate a bonus.
Last year bonuses amounted to $600,000 but
this year there is a marked improvement in
quality and also in quantity. Thus experts in
the dairy industry figure bonus payments will
be increased almost $200,000. “The results of
the grading this year have been most encourag-
ing,” an official of the Agriculture Department
said.  “Of all the cheese graded up to the end
of August, 93.67 per cent graded No. 1 and
a large part of it was good enough to draw
bonuses. Last year only 9o.1 per cent graded
No. 1. The improvement this year has been|
remarkable.”
