MONTREAL, Que,, Oct. 20—Without
a dissenting voice, a meeting of cred-
itors of the bankrupt stock broker-
age firm of McDougall and Cowans

!this afternoon named Gordon W, Scott

permanent trustee and Alexander G.
Wood, Peter A, Thompson, B. B, Stev.
enson, David H. Taylor and F. W.
Sharp, inspectors for purposes of
winding up the estate.

Although a fight over the appoint-
ment of trustee and inspectors was
predicted prior to the meeting, the
promised contest failed to develop and
the meeting, attended by several hun-
dred creditors passed off harmonious-
ly. Following the appointment ‘of
trustee and inspectors, Mr. Scott stat-
ed to the meeting that he could not
at the present time offer to the cred-
itors any definite plan to be followed

sald that he would at once consult
with the inspectors with a view to
liquidating the assets at the best pos-
sible terms,

It was suggested by creditors pres-
ent that every opportunity be given
to the defunct firm to get back into
business and thereby save as much as
possible from the estate. While the
trustee could not offer any final plan
to be followed in the liquidation pro-
ceedings, he suggested that it would
be unwise to dispose of the stocks
now in the hands of the firm pre-
maturely. £

In connection with a preliminary
statement of affairs, the trustee point-
ed out that if the firm had been able
to collect all amounts due to them,
they would have ‘been able to pay
every cent of their liabilities. He sug-
gested that the record of the meeting
should bear a notation to the effect
that the creditors had gone on record
as favoring the working out of some
plan which would enable the firm to
return to business.

Gordon Scott, liquidator, in_his fin-
ancinl statement sald, that unsecured
liabilitles amounted to $4,333,900, se-
