Reviving his momories _ot a re-
cent tri gthmugh the Normandy
ba(tleﬁeﬁis of the Canadian army,
Mr. King said he was “confident
that if Canada hadn’t done every-
woul,d
be assembled here in this room’

Fresh , - from the international
complexities of the Paris  peace
conference, the Prime M!nlste:r
said he had found that Canada’s
position In the world “never stood

higher.”
Internaticnal conterences, such
as the peace conference, were

creating “fresh problems in them-
gelves” They required the ab-
sence of ministers from the gov-
ernments of many countries.

He had found “a good deal of
delay” at these confereqices through
sheer procedural problems and
their 11k. Staffs were shorthanded.
There was no precedents in some
cases.

He thought the Paris conference
might have benefited from less
publicity, particularly in commit-
tees. It “does come to a stage
where a few men sitting around
a committee table could reach a
‘decisica  much quicker if they
were not aware that their every
word would be flashed around the
world.

“A man has to get special train-
h}, to be able to concentrate most
effectively whie knowing that
his every sentence may go around
the world and while he may be
photographed as he talks.”

The Prime Minister said he felt
that “what we need in our in-
dividual and national lives 1s pa-
thence.” With patience and the
cultivation of an attitude of good-
will and  with faith “we'll get
through.”

More than aaything the werld
needed goodwill, That “counts more
than anything.” All the interna:
tional machinery for compromise
was as nothing in comparison. ¢

Asked about Canada’s participa-
tion in European pesce, the Prime
Minister said he thought it vould
be “the worst thing that could
happen to Canada” if she “sudden-
ly jumped into the European arena
to say with a loud voice what
should be done.”

Cites Co-operatives

“I am in favor of taking prac=
tical measures to resist that trend.
I believe that one of the practi-
cal measures .that can be takea
by way of resisting that trend fis
by the encouragement of co-oper-
ative enterprise.

“Leave as much of the business
and as much of the social' and
economic enterprise of the nation
in the hands of the co-operatives
as their members wish to have.
Let Canada organize; let them be
encouraged to organize to market
their products and to produce
their own supplies.”

He said three objectionable feat-
ures were removed from the co-
overative taxation bill as a result
of opposition criticlsm, but there
still were two others as bad.

“First. new co-cperatives were
to be exempt from taxation fon
three years, but that exemption
was not to become effective untily
he sald.
“That means that any co-operat-
ive organized this year and many
of them that were organized lost
vear would have to pav taxes. Wa
bieoted as strongly as we could
to this time Ilimitation. but our
obie~tione were overruled. ,

“Second the eovernment sald
