To meet the appeal of Britain for 700 mx]hon
pounds of bacon will require an increase i pro-
duction of 1.3 million hogs.

Because of
the developing shortages of other important foods
it would be extremely helpful if Canadians were
-able to have as much pork product as they de-
sired. To make this possible, at least a further 1.5
million hogs would need to be produced.

It is likely, then, that the Government will ap-
peal to the farmers to produce 3 million more
hogs this crop ycar. One favorable aspect for
cuch an increase is that hog output depends on
fecd, and Canada seems about to harvest one n{f
\he heaviest crops in history. However, labor is
<o needed and the farmer is already hard pres-
s, Tf the production called for is realized, the
increase must come chiefly from western Can-
ada. says Mr, McLean, as leadership in hog pro-
duction has already passed to that area.

With wool taken from Alberta sheep, Canada
can now produce worsted cloth which compares
with the finest type produced anywhere, accord-
ing to experts who have examined samples sub-
mitted by manufacturers, Canadian  woollen in-
terests are proud of this achievement and state
that it represents a concrete fact which justifies
the claim: “From the sheep’s back to yours, 100
per cent. Canadian.”

This cloth, says an exchange, will not avail-
able to civilians while the war lasts, as the mills
are being employed almost exclusively in filling
the needs of the armed services. When a vic-
torious peace has been won, however, woollen
men are confident that this all-Canadian product
will hold its own with the best. British woollens,
which enjoy a high prestige throughout the
world, may not be seriously affected by this com-
petition, as they cover the entire field of cloths
and the range of their weaving includes almost
cevery type that the ancient art is capable of pro-
ducing. *As long as Britain has access to  Aus-
tralia’s choice wool clip, her markets are not
likely to be threatened.

Canadian suit lengths in the past have had fo
overcome considerable prejudice from discrimin-
ating buyers, who usually chose the British pro-
duct because of its softness and gencral excel-
fence, as compared with the hard and wity feel
which often marked the domestic product. The
disadvantage from which Canadian cloth suffer-
ed lay in the combing, a process that was not

ssful in this country, This lack has now been

overcome, and the result is a finished material
that redounds to the credit of every group con-
cerned, from the farmers who raised the shecp
to the spinners and weavers who have demon-

strated that worsted of superior quality can now 19

be made in Canada.

Now in the drafting stage, negoti.-
ations under which 100,000,000 ad-
ditional pounds of Canadian bacon
will go to Britain during the com-
ing year will give Canadian farm-
ers some indication of the pro-
blems involved in going the whole
hog. Very considerable * difficulty
has been met in coping with the ex-
isting agreement, calling for ship.
meénts of 600,000,000 gghund.s, which
expires in October. e problem
now Is whether Canadians can in-
crease that figure 700,000,000
while at the same time meeting the
new demands of bacon for Alaska,
Newfoundland, and the ships of
the British Navy calling at Canad-
ian ports.

Adk:{rlng to the counsel of the
Domirfion Department of Agricul-
ture, many Canadian farmers di-
verted much of their land {rom
wheat to feed grains, a fact which
promobed the production of hogs.
This aim was further sponsored by
the voluntary domestic rationing
ags home.
