HEALTH AND BENEDICTION IN
THE LORD.

Dearly Beloved,

The various Popes who have oc
cupied the See of Peter during the
last years have repeatedly enumer-
ated “contempt for authority” as
one of the great existing evils of
the day. Our owh experience, dear-
ly beloved, in beholding the in-
creasing disrespect for the laws of
God and of the Church, the almost
worldwide careless and thought-
less infringement of the laws of the
land and ‘the ever diminishing hon-
or, love and obedience of children
to their parents and of inferiors
to their superiors in all walks of
life shows us with what reason the
Holy Father calls attention to and
gives us 'warning concerning this
growing evil. Contempt for the
authority vested in man, whether in
the Church, the State or the Fam.
ily, indicates a corresponding con.
tempt for the authority of God up-
on which is based all authority that
man legitimately exercises. “Let
every man be subject to higher
powers,” says St, Paul, “for there
is no power but from God, and
those that are, are ordained of God;
therefore he that resisteth the pow-
er resisteth the ordinance of God
And they that resist purchase to

themselves - damnation.” (Rom.
XIII. 1-2).
God being our Creator, having

given us life and all that life con-
tains, has a direct right not only
to our love but also to our filial
ohedience. Hev\s the Supreme Mast-
er of life and ‘of dedth and of all
ngsrand dll things are owing un-
to Him.

the Ten Commandmenis and the
threat of enternal damnation for
their infringement. In fact only
those who deny the existenca of
God dare also to deny the complete
and universal authority of God
over mankind.

In the design of Divine Provid-
ence, however, God does not always
exercise His authority over man
directly and-by His own words and
commands, Having founded a
Church to* carry on the great work
of salvation for which the Son of
Man died, He delegates to it and
to its leadars a portion of His own
authority. “He that heareth
says Christ to His disciples “hear-
eth Me, and he that despiseth you,
despiseth Me. And he that de-
spiseth M2, - despiseth Him that
sent Me." (LUKE X.-16) and to the
Apostles, “Whatsoever you shall
bind upon earth it shall be bound
also in ~heaven, and whatsoaver
you shall loose upon earth it shall
be loosed also in Heaven.” (Mat.
XVIIIL-18). From the delegation of
Christ and the mission He gave to.
His Apostles arises the authority
of the Church known ordinarily as
the Ecclesiastical Authority in ob-
aedience to which man must submit
his will in all things that pertain
to the salvation of his soul and the
service of God as he must submit
to the will of God Himself.

In the family also the Divine
Master has appointed His own rep-
resentatives and vested them with
he authority of His eternal sanc-
tions. “Honor. thy father and thy
mother” (Exodus XX,112,) He pro-
claims to children as &n absolute
command, and threatens dire pun-
ishment upon those who refuse to
obey Him.

On the other hand as a sanction
to His command He promises vari-
ous blessings and rich rewards to
those children who are obedient to
their_parents for He says: ‘“Honor
thy father and thy mother that
thou mayest be long-lived upon the
land which the Lord thy God will
give thee.” (Exodus XX. 12), and
again, “He that honoreth his moth-
er is as one that layeth up freas-
ure; he that honoreth his father
shall have joy in his own children,
and- in the day of his prayer he shall
be heard.” (Eccl. IIL. 5-6).

It is evident then, dearly belovad,
that parents are for their children
God’s representatives upon earth
in all family matters and are direct-
ly invested by their state of life
with the authority of God whichj
children are bound to obey as they
are bound to obey the word of God
Himself. In life, moreover, because;
parents are frequently unable to ex-
ercise their parental control, par-
ticularly in matters of education,
they commit their children to chos-
en guardians or superiors who are
commissioned by them to replace
the parents in the direction and
guidance of the children. By this]
act they give over to said superiors!
or guardians the temporary exer-
cise of their authority so that while
the children are under their care,
teachers, guardians and superiors
partake of the duties of parents,
become God's representatives for
thé children and are endowed with
authority based on the authority
of Gotl.
