Sanitation and Plant Disease

(Science Service News)

Sanitation is as important to rhe
{farmer as it is to public health
authorities, states J. E. Bosher,

| Plant enemies Include many

fungl, bacteria, and viruses., They
must all be carried to the plant by
some means. Fungi and bacteria
/may be borne by insects and other
animals, rain, wind, and cultivating
tools; or with seeds, cuttings, and
other plant parts, They may also
igrow through the soll for some dis-
tance. Viruses
sects human beings, or other na-
tural carriers’ by contast, or by
propagation of infected plants, Many
|disease organisms pass the winter
in plant retuse, and some may
live for several years in the soil.
|These facts show the. type of sani-
| tation that is needed,

Simple sanitary measures include
routine removal and burning of all
{diseased plant material, and thor-
jough composting of healthy retuse
{to prevent its becoming a breeding
place for disease. A good compost-
|ing method is to stack the refuse in
alternate layers with soil or with
| previously rotted humus, sprinkling
each layer with a mixture of two
|parts by weight of sulphate of
|ammonia, fwo parts of finely
ground limestone, and one part of
superphosphate, at the rate of 150
!pounds to one ton of organic refuse,
Well moistened and frequently
turned, such a compost will develop
into an excellent manure,

Soil for greenhouses, ‘seed flats,
frames, or seed beds should be
gs(ermzed by steam-heating to a
|temperature of 200 F. for 30 min-
lutes, to prevent damping-off and
{root-rot. Seed treatment with one
of the dusts made for the purpnse
will also keep down many such
troubles. Seeds, stock plants, and
jeuttings should be obtained only
(from reputable sources. They should
{not be accepted without careful ex-
amination, and should be kept sep=
arate from main plantings until
proved healthy. Insects should be
kept under control by routine
sprays, fumigations, or balits, for
they may carry disease in addition
to iInjuring the plants,

A cheap
and effectlve fumigation may be
obtained by burning sfiphur at the
rate of half a pound per 1000 cubic
teet of space, The sulphur ghould
be placed on hot coals in suitable
containers one to every 5000 cubic
feet, and the house closed for 24
hours at least. The fumes from
sulphur not only destroy disease
|spores but insect pests and para=-
|sites as well,

Low lying areas often need spec-
‘lal attention. Many root diseases
ican be eliminated by improving soil
{conditions through drainage, sub-
solling, manuring with both organic
jand mineral fertilizers, and crop
|rotation, Poor circulation over low-
;l_vmg ground and in certain parts
|of greenhouses may result in a
localized high humidity, which in
turn, may cause disease outbreaks.
It 1s not often possible to improve
|the air drainage out of doors, but
adequate ventilation may stop the
|trouble in greenhouses,

A knowledge of the diseases to
whelh his crops are subject must
be the grower’s first step in their
{control, The publications avatlable

Considerable experimental work
with different varieties of ducks, and
the use of different feeds fed in
different ways have been carried on
at the Experimental Farm in Ot~
tawa, states A. G. Taylor, Poultry
Division, A brief summary of results
obtained would indicate that duck-
lings of the Pekin breed make the
bes| g‘t’avlna with the least amount of
feed, When properly handled, duck-
linfs of this breed make one pound
gain in weight on 3.5 to 4 unds
of feed consumed. They can de-
vel to market in about ten
time when fed on a mixture

cornmeal, shorts and
ran, with ten per cent beef meal
added. It is a good plan to add a-
bout one per cent fine salt to the
mash. Mix thoroughly in its dry
state before using.

F‘rﬁuent. feeding promotes rapid
growth. Feed six times daily from
the start until the ducklings are
three weeks old, and five times daily
until they are ready for market,

Finely chop green feed should
be added to the mash after the
ducklings are four to five days old.
Fresh cut clover or alfalfa  which
has been chopped fine makes excel-
lent green feed. Start with only &
very small amount, and increase the
green feed gradually until it repre-
sents about one fifth of the ration,

When the ducklings are  about

seven weeks old, the green feed
should be gradually eliminated, and
at the commencement of the elghth
week the mash should be changed
to 50 pounds cornmeal, 35 pounds
shorts and lg ound beef meal with
a sprinkling of coarse sand,

By the end of the tenth week the
ducklings should be in_ excellent
flesh and have devel their first
coat of feathers. At this time there
should be no delay in = marketin
them, If kept longer they wil
change their feathers, which  will
slow up development and  reduce
profit, e profit made in the rais-
ng of ducks for market is directly
dependent on the successful market-
