Storm Takes Heavy

CENTRAILIA, Illinois, Mar. 18—
One hundred persons were killed
at ‘Murphysboro, and scores killed
and injured in West Frankfort,
Desoto, Hurst, Duquoin, and other
Southern Illinois towns by a tor-
nado which struck about 3 o'clock
this afternoon according to uncon-
firmed reports. Only one build-
ing was reported left standing in
Hurst, a town of 12,000 population.
A fire which followed the storm
was said virtually to have destroy-
ed Desoto.
