A Laymen's Gathcring.

The convention which. wag almcst
wholly a convention of the people,
loyal men and women, who are de-
voted -to the histcric church of their
fathers, 'was large, enthusiastic and
firm in its resolution to uphold and
maintain the Blue Banner of Presby-

terianism. A special train came froml

Pictou County, filled with the leading
citizens of that grand old Presbyter-
ian strcnghold, and they left for the'lr
homes tonight rejoicing over the
splendid success of the convention.

pressing sympathy with the purpose of
the meeting and regretting inability
to be present.

Dr. Fullerton’s Address.

Dr. Fullerton wasg the first speaker
and he began by reading the resolu-
tion which is printed below.

Dr. Fullerton vigorously defended
the action of the promoters of the
movement represented by this meet-
ing. He claimed that only one-third
of the membership of the Church sup-
ported the union movement.

Dr. Fullerton showed that the anti-
union cause gained 23,000 vctes in
the vote of last year over the previous
vote whereas the unionists only gain-
el 600 over the previous vote. Dr
Fullerton said that the Presbyterian
Church is necessary to Canada. Pres-
byterianism puts ircn into the blood.
“We condemned the action of the As-
rambly becanse the Assembly violated
its honor and broke the solemn pledge
it bad made’ declared the speaker
amid applause. He closed by moving
that this meéeting adopt the resolution
read.

coptroﬂer McKeen's Strong Protest.

Controller John McKeen, of Hali-!
fax, seconded the motion, speaking as.
a layman with strong convictions. The
speaker claimed' that the minds of our
people were profoundly moved and
the reason is that they = have heen
wronged. Mr. McKeen proceeded to
deal with the relative merits of minor-
ities and majorities. He quoted emi-
nent authorities claiming that politi-
cal minorities should be treated with
respect, hcw much more in church
matters?
