Every titmouse's nest is worth
nearly £7 according to figures just
published by German scientists.

This is how they worked it out.
Each nest of titmice eats 4,800
caterpillars  during the feeding
period. These caterpillars would
have destroyed 4,800 apples.

The apples would weigh 800 1bs.
A pound of apples costs at least
2d. So each nest saves £7 worth of
apples a year,

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New Regulations,
Amendments To
Pensions Act

(By The Canadian Presg)

OTTAWA, Nov. 5—New regulat-
fons and amendments to those
now in use were unanimously ad-
opted by the Dominjon-Provincial
Conference of old age pensions
which closed a four-day session
here tonight. The changes will
% not be made public until they
have been approved by the Dom-
infon and provincial governments.
Finance Minister Dunning, who
called and presided over the con-
ference, expressed great satisfac-
tion at the “co-operation and con-
structive attitude” that marked
the deliberations, /
Changes proposed in administ-
ration, the Minister said, were de-
signed to meet the general object-
lves of the conference. These ob-
Jectives were to assure that no
person justly entitled to pension
under Dominion and provinelal
legislation should be deprived of
that right, to obtain greater uni-
formity and efficlency in adminis- d
tration and to eliminate abuses
and unjustifiable costs,

At least two representatives at-
tended from every province to a
total of 35 with five representat-
fves of the Finance Departmsnt
and some legal adviser.

The interprovincial board on old
age pensions, provided for in the
act but which has not met for
some years, was reconstituted to-
day by order of the governor-in-
council, with two members from
each province, shd two from the
Dominion Government — Finance
Minister Dunning and Deputy
Minister W. C. Clark,

The provincial members of  this
board are in each case the min-
Ister responsible . for administrat-
lon and directing head of the old
age pensions branch. All these
officlals were present with the ex-
ception of Labor Minister G, 8.

New Diplomatic
Surprises By
Germany Hinted

(C. P. by Guardian's Special Wire)
BERLIN, Nov. 5—Dr, Paul
Goebbels,  propaganda minister,
tonight ridiculed any belief that
friendship of Nagzi Germany and
Fascist Italy meant war,
Addressing 10,000 persons in the

sports palace, Dr. Goebbels touch-
ed briefly on the Nazi demand
for return of pre-war colonies and
declared of Italy and Germany:

“They are the only two na-
tlons. in Europe which are in
agreement on methods  to solve
European problems peaceably.”

He spoke in his - capaclty as
Berlin district Nazi leader and
devoted a large part of his 110-
minute speech to  criticlsm of
Bolshevists, Jews and the church.

In regard to the colonies he
said: 5

“German soil is too restricted
to nourish the German people.
How different is the situation of
rich Britain;, rich France, who
possess entire  continents, who
swim in opulence, who have all
they want; and despite that I am
told Germany has the highest
standard of living,”

The propaganda minister hinted
at new diplomatic surprises to be
given the world by Germany.

It was necessary, he sald, to keep
certain decisions secret as for in-
stance the secrecy observed before
military service was established
in Germany in disregard of prov-
Isions of the Versailles post-war
treaty. )

“Even today there exist in our
internal policies, our economic
policies, our foreign policies, ques=
tions which must’ be kept secret
still,” he said.

“They transcend public discus-
sion ‘and must not be treated in
the press for this reason. Our in-
tentions are perfectly olear, The
world is surprised by our attitude
only because it knows us so little”

In foreign pofley, Goebbels de-
clared, Germany no longer fears
‘conferences”. He added:

“In other days we trembled be-
fore each conference. Today things
are different. We simply content
ourselves with not going to them.
Likewise we no longer pay  tri-
butes, No one sends us summonses
any longer for payment.

“Is this tyranny? No. We have
hecome a free people, and we do
not permit foreigners to meddle in
our affairs.”

QGoebbels reiterated Germany's in-
| tention to make herself economi-
| cally independent of foreign na-
tions through the four year plan
and said he and his fellow leadets
had plenty of time as “only death
can_remove us from our posts.”
