What yiews
of it entitles the oftender to go unwhipt
of justice we know not.
When the Federal Government asked
the several Provinces to re-enact Federal
legislation giving the County Courts
certain criminal yjurisdiction, no one
, doubted the wisdom of the course; and

up to the present date 'no one has suggest-
! ed.that because it might be ultra vires as
to one Legislature, persons brought to
the bar before the County Court Judge
must be discharged!! It was because of
the doubt, that both Federal and Pro
vincial Legislatures joined in the enact-
ment; and because of a similar doubu the
same thing has been done in the case we
now consider.

The Act incorporating this City con-
tains a similar enactment protecting the
police in the discharge of their Civic
duties. (Section 116). Does ‘it -mean be-
cause it is there—and wisely there—that
any ruffian can paralyze the law by for-
cibly and . effectively resisting these
officers of justice ?

Surely where the authority to punish
is given by the only two powers capable
of giving it, it does not destroy this auth-
ority because it is doubtful in which of
the vwo the power lies?
