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. minor branches of the industry
have ur v suifered, the net result of
war-time operations to date has been definitely
favorable. improvement has, of course,
been based almost entirely on enhanced prices, 2
total catch last year approximately equal to that of
1940 being valued at § 5,570,000 or 36 per cent
gl"eater. Periods of high prices are Qorm'ally of
short duration, but the present situation is very
far from being normal. The need for food-
stufis of every description appears sufficiently
urgent to sustain prices at profitable lev_els f'or
some time to come, thus affording the fisheries
a long-needed opportunity to strengthen and con-
solidate thei sition and to 'develop newly-ac-
quired markets. ;

Prices received by fishermen during 1041 were
higher for all important varieties, the most re-
markable increases being shown for cod, mac-
kerel and halibut,

Retu from lobster fishing during 1041 were
very satisfactory. Landings were moderately larg-
er than in the previous year, and a marked
gain was shown in landed values. The loss of
overseas markets which followed the outbreak of
hostilities and the decisibn of Great Britain, in
1030, to classify canned lobster as a luxury and
prohibit its entry, has been more than made good
during the past two vears. Today a ready de-
mand fot all forms of lobster exists in Canada
aind the United States.

Educaiton

A solution to the long standing dispute over
the respective merits of academic and vocation-
al education was suggested in an address by Dr.
Norman Mackenzie, President of the U}uver-
sity of New Brunswick, at a ‘recent meeting of
the Canadian Conference on Social Work. Dr.
Mackenzie's proposal is not new, but it has here'-
tofore been regarded as impractical, Briefly, it
means reserving the universities for those who
are fitted by temperament and aptitude to bene-
fit by university training, while vocational and
similar training should be available for those
suited to it.

“1 know some effort has been made to c}o
this,” said Dr. Mackenzie. “I know, too, that in
a democracy, one must grant some freedom to
parents to determine the nature of t!’leir. child-
ren’s education, but I would be happier if the
real determinant were not the financial and ec-
onomic one as it so often is at present, and hap-
pier still if it were possible for every boy and
girl who wanted to and who had the ability, to
go on with higher education, regardless of fin-
ancial condition or the parents’ economic status.”

This, the speaker conceded, would require
governmental scholarships and the traim'ng.of a
teaching profession which would be able to judge
the ability of students. The advantages of such a
system are plain, and the obstacles, though for-
midable, are surely not insuperable. ~ The war
has forced upon us changes no less drastic and
far reaching in many directions. Already, edu-
cational facilities in the service forces are being
provided much along the lines suggested by Dr.
Mackenzie. In civil life, class distinctions are
no longer what they were, and war taxation is
levelline the inequalities of wealth at a rate
which perhaps few of us realize.

Germany’s Food Problem

German authorities are discovering their im-
portation of foreign war workers to 4take the
place of Germans called to arms has its expen-
sive side, the London Free Press states, These
worlkers must be fed. Food rations are already
short in the Third Reich. Yet the Volkischer
Beobachter estimates the German war food in-
dustry is now called 'upon to feed about 18,-
000,000 more mouths than at the outbreeak of
war, that a plot of land which two years ago
would feed 100 persons in Germany must now
feed 122, The National-socialistischen Landpost
declares there are 8,000,000 extra mouths to be
fed within the boundaries of Germany itself—im-
ported workers. This is one reason German food
rations have been cut severely in recent weeks.
Another reason is that, according to Herbert
Backe. German State Secretary of the Reich
Ministrv for Food, the potato havest of 1041 was
impeded by wet weather. The grain harvest was
small.

When Tlitler's armies took over the Ukraine
~Russia’s “bread hasket” —last summer there
was helief in Garmany that this would solve part
of Germany's food shortage problem, But the

.
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Russian “scorched earth” policy, together with
scarcity of farm machinery and of laborers has
destroyed that hope, Stalin moved large num-
bers of workers ahead of the German armies and
left the land bare. Today, German agricu_ltura.l
experts warn the people through the Nazi-con-
trolled daily papers not to expect any “better-
ment in food rations from exploitation of the
Ukraine for several years due to lack of ma-
chinery and the unwillingness of the inferior
people to work for the Nazis.”

As a result food rations for German civilians
have been heavily reduced, although the Ger-
man soldier still feeds well. Meat has been cut
to 10 1-2 ounces per week per person, Work-
ers in heavy industry are given up to two pounds
3 1-2 ounces. The bread ration for persons over
20, is four pounds, seven ounces weekly. Heavy
laborers get up to 10 pounds. If these seem rea-
sonably high, considering British allowances, it
has to be remembered that bread and meat are the
principal items of German meals and supply 40
per cent of the caloric requirements of the
individual. Fats are almost entirely absent from
the German diet, one of the most serious of all
food deficiencies.

LAND EROSION

8iri— Farm Forums and others
are using printers ink and radio
time dlscussing land erosion. May
we auxfest that erosion by wind ‘s
successfully combated by clover
crops. The heavier the crop, the
better protection and the more fert-
ile the soll the heavier the crup.
However uniform treatment of
large areas is neoe.su.rﬁ for suc-
cess, Erosion by water a differ-
ent proposition and in some sec-
tions is thoroughly licked by ‘ile
drainage, which being a Jeaching
grocess, is a sweetner and a fertility
uilder because as water is drawn
out, air takes its place and the
action of air combined with moist-
ure is an ideal decaying agent,
therefore an enricher of the soil to
such an extent that increased crop
yields soon pay for the tile installa-
tion and protection from erosion is
an added profit, The method used
is to lay tile lines in the natucal
water courses. Beginning at the out-
let with larger sizes of tile, the
size being devermined by the acre-
age to be drained. work up the
natural water course, reducing the
tile size as higher levels are reash-
ed, Side lines are brought in from
areas adjacent to the trunk line.
At points where there is an ex-
cessive amount of water to be ob-
sorbed quickly it is a common
practice to fi'l the ditch witain
twelve or ten inches of the top with
sravel or crushed stone, to faciiiate
e rapid passing of surface water
into the tile, where the speed of
flow is greafly accellerated. This
ac.eleration creates a strong suc
tion. The suction causes a myriad
of tiny water ways, mors or less
pertianent to 'be formed betwesn
the surface and the tile ang these
water conductors multipy ana ex-
pand* with the passage of time,
therefore the longer a tile hne
works, the more efficient it oe-
comes

The entire surface of the soil
becomes a sieve which can't hold
water. This fact is shown whin,

ack after heavy or continuous rains, tae

soll Is drying out, the first diy
ground to appear wil! be a strip
over the tile. The first season this
strip will be 8 or 10 feet wide. The
next season the quick drying strip
may be 12 or 15 feet wide and this
widening goes on indefinitely ac-
cerding to the size and depth of tile,
and the degree of fall in iIe tile
line, also the composition of the
soil and the subsoil.
