Sixteen storm troopers were
amo! those rounded up in wide=-
spread police raids. They are mem-=-
bers of German societies’ which have

one underground since the Brazil-
an government banned political
parties in 1937 and have persisted
despite strict police surveillance,

The raids, which resulted
discovery of armed Nazl elements,
were made in numerous towns un-
der the direction of Dr. Plinio Bra-
sil Milano, sub-chief of police, They
Were carried out at Nova Hamburgo,
Sao Leopoldo, Santa Cruz, Estrella
La Geado, Santa Rosa, Angelo and
elsewhere, Where the deaths oc-
curred was not stated.

Eiffel Tower for
Nazi war machine

BERLIN, Dec. 31 — (German
broadcast recorded by AP)—Paris’
984-foot Eiffel Tower, known to

millions since it was bullt 52 years
ago, may be scrapped by a metal
collection committee working under
Marshal Petain, a Vichy dispatch

The committee is charged with
destroying “certain edifices present-
ing no artistic or historic interest.”

Novelist Henry Bordeaux, French
academy member, was quoted as
saying the Tower was “an insult to
aesthetic taste.”

One of the Nazis' first acts when
they entered Paris was to seize the
French Tricolor on the tower and
to substitute the Swastika.

One of Hitler's first acts when he
strode into Paris was to visit Na=
poleon’s tomb nearoy, then ascend
the great tower to gaze over his new
prize, the conquered city.

The tower would yield quantities
of munitions since 7,000 tons O
