Submarine Expedition To
Probe FurtherEarth’s Shape

PRINCETON, N. J, Nov. 22—
(AP)—A submarine expedition in
waters off the Lesser Antilles to ob-
tain more exact knowledge of the
earth’s shape was announced today
by Professor Richard M. Field of
Princeton Univeriity’'s Geology de-
partment.

A group of United States scien-
tists plans to embark from Panama
Nov. 30 in the U, S. Navy subma-
rine Barracuda to seek information
on a subject which sclentists have
studied for centuries and to which
Columbus and Magellan made im-
portant contributions.

Professor Field is chairman of the
American Geophysical Unjon’s Com=-
mittee on ocean basina and their

margins, which is instigating the
expedition in cooperation with Hyd-
rographic Office of the United
States Navy.

The group will measure the force
of gravity in the region where the
great West Indian ' Archipelago
bends toward South Americt’ in
what is suspected to be one of the
greatest deformations of the earth's
crust. The scientists expect the
data obtained will throw important
light on many fundamental geo-
logical problems, Prof. Field said.
