The landing
force Was reguested to protect cer-
tain thoroughfares and wharves by
the consular body, which was afraid
that an attempt might be made to
blow up or burn the vast guantity
of stores which had been sent by the
Allied Govermments to Russia. Before
the downfall of the Czar, however,
the Siberian railway wus not able to
handle the vast quantity of military
supplies. which ship after ship -was
dumping on the wharves. The stores
were worth many millions of dollars
and it was principally to save these
from destruction that the British and
Japanese landed marines. : !
Before the landing of these forces
robbery and holdups in broad day-
light were of common occurrence,
end ip February of this year the larg-
est hotel in.the town was raided by
'a band of rufflans, who systematically
went through:the occupant’ of each
room and took from him all his valu-
ables. Itis estimated that the amount
of money secured in this haul wis
$126,000. I was in Viadivostok in
the revolution in 1905 and for some
time after, when robbery, often with
violence, was a daily occurrence. The
advent of the foreign forces pro-
claimed' the: death knell of acts of

* this' kind and other disorders and in

the areas where the foreign patrols
operated, safety of life and proper(y
were immediately obtained.
Althqugh Vladiyesiak is young it
is a'town.of wonderful:architecture.
The Government offices and build-

" ings, churches, barracks and residen-

tial houses are of solid structure, and
thesé in conjunétion with the impos-
ing business establishments give
Viadivostok a very imposing appear-
ance, Although the streets. are
broad and mapped out on a broad
and comprehensive plan,
the streets off the main thoroughfare
still have wooden sidewalks, and gut-
ters are full of filth and garbage.
Great numbers of begsars are con-
‘stantly “met with.’

Like.most other Russian far east-

| ern cities, Vladivostok is what can

be termed a “free’city,” that is (o
say every one does pretty ‘well as h2
likes. The town doesinot appear, 1o
wake up. until .mld{”}ht. Then  tha
cafe chantant artists’ do, a roaring
business; the houses’/devoted to this
form of entertainment being wvery
numerous, the restaurants, with their
string bands, seldom closing before
daylight. The gaiety, freedom and
lack of care: are typically Russian,
even in these hard tjmes. There may
be an uprising or a riot at 8 p.m,,
but at midnight the' town will' be
full of life; champagne will be tossed
off with a recklessness_ astounding (o
the foreigner, who knows the high
prices ruling for ‘this beverage. -

Despite all this ‘glare and ‘glitter
of night life there is
in Vladivostak. A large portion of
the male population of the city wus
called to 'the colors inm'/1914. “The
separation allowance was of . the
smallest. Most. of the Vladivostok
contingent were killed in the earlier ,
stages of the war;' those returning
for hard manual labor. The pensions

The,.cost of commodities. in Vladl-
vostok has gone up many times over
since the outbreak of war and many .

at the outbreak of war L \t(md at
$1.05 Mexican (52/cents). Many im-
ports have to be paid for on a gold
basis.

As in Russia proper, the Bolshe-
viki demanded an unheard of wage
for the workers and as the owners
(of factories could not make any pro+
fit under such circumstances they pre«
ferred that their factories should lie
idle.
