Lecving It Out Is A Veritable “Sin 0f Omission™

HIS MAY SEEM A TRIVIAL SUBJECT, but it isn't, for every

motor ear is gonstantly kept from self-destruction and from killing

or malming its passengers, by these apparently insignificant but

indispensable little doubled up steel wires. A missing cotter pin
may cause more shocking results to an auto than a lost common pin to
milady’s costume. Nearly every nut, the security of which is vital and
which must be prevented from turaning off, is held in place by a cotter
nin, lock washers, although quite effective. not being depended upon in
such places. No one can estimate the mechanical destruction which has
been wrought—such as doubled up cennecting rods, broken crank cases
and stripped gears—by the careless omission of cotter pine or the num-
ber of road accidents due to their absence from axle-stub nuts and
steering connections. It is not an extreme statement, that it is less
important to put on the nut itself than to put in the pin which locks
it, for the absence of the former would at once become apparent—
probably before conditions became hazardous—while the omission of
the latier might not work out its dire result until a more critical time.
In disassembling parts or readjusting them, cottér pins have to be
removed and the danger lies in the failure to replace them. It is a
possibility that should constantly be kept ir mind and guarded against,
whether the work is done by the owner, by his chauffeur or by a
garage mechanic. No nut or other fastening device, that is intended to
be cotter pinned. is reliable or safe unless thus secured and the same is
true of nuts which are intended to have lock-washers under them. Do
not take chances by omitting these vital safeguards. Cotter pins are
quite usually spoiled by the act of removing them and it is desirable to
have a stock of all needed sizes oh hand, so that there may be no

PANAMA. August 26.—The Pan-
aman Government has n~tified the
State Department in Washington
that Panuama will not resist by
force the demands of the United
States that Costa Rica be permitted
to occupy the disputed Coto terri-
teryv. President Porras, of Panama,
made this statement to the Associa-
ted Press today. A

The same would nst have been
the case in connection with a de
mand or ultimatum from Costa
Rica alone, which would have been
rejected hv the Panaman people
by force of arms, the: message t~
the Tinited States Government said.

Although it was generally re-
ported that armed forces had al-
ready been ordered to advance to
Coto, in the disputed area. with a
viaw to opposing possible Costa
Ricam occupat'sn of that district,
official declarations here indicated
that troops had been dispatched on-
ly to David, a town Some’ distance
the boundary, It was said
they had been instructed to hold
themselves in read'ness there
march toward Coto whenever ci-
ders “were received.

Coto has been ordered evacuated
by the eivilian authorities, so that
the Costa Ricans on their arrival
there will find' no Panaman Gov-
ernment representatives, Ricardo
Alfaro, Secretary of Gpvernment
and Justice. made this anncunce-
ment this afternoon. The order will
not reach Coto before Friday, as,
owing to interruption of telephone
commurf‘cation between David and
Coto, it.'will have to be transmitted
by courier.

The order of evacuation 15 the
immediate result of the last note of
Secretary of State Hughes to Pan-
ama, saying that the United States
would not allow a resumption of
hostlities. Senor Alfaro says an
answer to the note of Mr. Hughes
will be forwarded to Washington to-
morrow.

Although the Panaman Govera-
ment has notified the State De.
