TURKISH DELIGHT

One tablespoon gelatine, soaked
for 5 minutes in i cup cold water,
1 cup granulated sugar, few grains
salt, % cup boiling water, 2 table-
spoons orange juice, 1 tablespoon
lemon juice, % cup each of chop-
ped nuts and raisins, pink vegetable
coloring. Combine sugar, salt and
hot water, and bring to the boiling
point. Add softened gelatine, and
simmer, verv slowly, for 20 minu-
tes. Add orange and lemon juxes
and color the mixture with a few
drops of coloring. Cool. When mix-
ture begins to thicken add nuts and
raisins, and pour into a pan to stif-
fen. Then loosen the cdges @
around the pan with a shari knite,
cut in squares and roll in powdered
sugar.
