removed, the condition will persist
and likely become worse.

In all cases, it is much better to
| prevent than to attempt to cure, To
| prevent indigestion, the right kinds of
ifoods should be eaten slowly in pro-
| per amounts, meals should be served
on clean plates, in an attractive way,
under pleasant conditions. Regular
toilet habits should be cultivated.

If any abnormal condition is pres-
ent, such &s diseased testh, it should
be attended to, If this is done, it will
| save pain, worry and expense. The
person who neglects ‘to take care of
himself may get along for years with-
out trouble, but trouble will come and
he will' suffer for his negligence.
