British Reduce
Delay For
Italian Ships

By Richard Massock
Associated Press Staff Writer

RCWE, Jan 11— (AP) —Apparently

convn.lced that  TItalian ships are
carrying little, if any freight, for
Germany, the British contraband

control has reduced delay for Italy’s
ships in the Allied bleckade aga'nst
German trade, Italian sources said
today .

Authoritative sources said British
officials” are endeavoring to speed
up the clearance of Italian ships at
Gibraltar and Haifa, the two Med-
iterranean control points, as well
as lessen the inconvenience of the
contraband inspection.

Some German shipping was un-
derstood to have passed through
the Adriatic port of Trieste in the
early days of the war but that is
believed to have stopped.

Italian au-
thorities have avoided any open
complaint against blockade annoy-
ances, which diplomats consider an
indication of willingness to €0-0p-
erate as long as shipping is facili-
tated,

Italy is anxious to gain as much
as possible of the ocean freight
trade, as well as the passenger traf-
fic, to North and South American
vorts  Also, she is anxious to keep
her route to Ethiopia open through
the Eastern Mediterranean.

The efficient Finns quickly clear
their main roads with ~ snowplovws
after each storm.

The War
This Week

Air fights over the North Sea and
a new crop of German mines sown
in the path of sea-going commerce
provided what lttle activity there
was in the 19th week ol the war.
Each side lost a few planes and a-
bout 35,000 tons of Britain's' mer-
chant fleet of more than 20,000,000
tons was destroyed.

While actual fighting was meagre,
there was intense diplomatic activ-
ity in Southaestern Europe, with
the trend of discussion strongly
favoring the Allied cause. Effective
opposition led by Italy to any Sov-
jet thrust into that part of the
world seems assured, and some ob-
servers think a similar barrier
might block Germany's path should
she attempt a manoeuvre of the
kind.

A further note of tension was in-
troduced in the “pact of steel” be-
tween Rome and Berlin when Ger-
many refused transit through the
Reich of Italian aircraft consigned
to Finland. Whereupon Italy rout-
ed supplies through France, Spain,
critical of Germany's about-faee
with respect to Bolshevism, sent
the Finns war materials left over
from the civil war, mucth & it e-
quipped of Russian ana German or-
igin used on opposite sides in the
Spanish conflict.

The Finns, now receiving aid
from practically every European
cournitry except Germany, continued
successful resistance to the Soviet
invader. A third division of Soviet
troops was reported destroyed as &
fighting wunit, and at several
points the Red Army was pushed
back to Russian soil. The blunders
of the Soviet generals were made
the occasion of a purge of the
Russian command, and some re-
ports said there had been execu-
tions.

An early end to the lull in hos-
tilities in the west was predicted by
Prime Minister Chamberlain in a
speech  broadeast throughout thc
Empire, The Prime Minister deliv-
ered a careful review of the progress
of the war, and peering into the
future, toresaw the completeness ot
the wartime co-operation between
Britain and France as a possible
pattern for peacetime collahoration
among all natlons,

The Prime Minister had nothing
to say about the resignation the
previous week of the Secretary ot
State for War, Leslie Hore-Belisha,
and authoritative explanations for
the Minister’s departure were not
forthcoming from oth:r sources. A
pessible clue to the differences be-
tween Mr. Horc-Belisha and his
cclleagues was seen in the creat.on
of a separate, indspcndent com-
mand for the Reyal Air Fores in
France. The War Minister had been
represented as insisting on army
contrel of the R, A. F. in Franee,

Persian Lamb Fur
Grown In Canada

In 1909 the first importation of
Kearakul sheep was made in North
America with the object of pro-
ducing on this side of the Atlanic
what is known to the trade as
Persian lamb and Broadtail fur,
writes A. A. MacMillan, Associate
Chief, Livestock and Poultry Pro-
duction Services, Dominion De-
partment of Agriculture, in the
farmers’ bulletin just issued on
“Karakul (Fur Bearing) Sheep
and Persian Lamb Fur Production”.
At the present time there are four
pure-bred flocks of these sheep in
Canada. Recognition under the
Canadlan National Live Stock Re-
cords gives the breed equal status
with other breeds of sheep in so
far as registration is concerned,
and it is expected that other pure-
bred flocks may be established in
the Dominion.

In {ts natural habitat in Bok-
hara, Russian Turkestan, the
Karakul sheep has to withstand
extreme temperatures and dry sea-
sons. The breed, therefore, has
many hardy qualities, and while
conditions in Canada may be much
different, there is no reason to
suppose that these shecp would not
thrive under good ma.aagement in
Canada.

The publication deals with all
phases relating to Karakul sheep,
such as origin, breed characteris-
tics, crossbreed Karakul, adapta-
bility to Canadian conditions, selec-
tion of breeding stock, mutton
qualities, Karakul wool, Persian
(Baby Lamb fur), trends in mar=-
keting Persian peltries, Canadian
market for Persian Fur skins, and
curing raw skins. The publica-
tion which is known as a farmers’
bulletin may be obtained by writ-
ing to Publicity and Extension
Division, Dominion Department of
Agriculture, Ottawa.
