Summary Of Picture

ean Wwar.

2. During this spring and sum-
mer there will be “a vast increase
in the force of ‘he Anglo-American
air attack directed upon all ob-
jectives in Germany and German=
ocoupied countries.”

3. “The whole of this air offen-
slve constitutes the foundation on
which our plans for overseas in-
vasion stand In the scales, and the
degrees of attack will reach far be-
yond the dimensions of anything
yet employed or indeed imagined.”

The following report was sub-

mitted at the annual meeting of
the Dairymen’s Association  yes-
terday by Mr. H. J. McDonald,
airy Inspector:

In the month of May 1943, due
to the continued illness of Mr. W,
L. Brenton, Dairy Superintendent
I received the appointment of dairy
inspector for the province. Having
received notice shortly afterwards,
I immediately took up my duties
in that capacity.

Not having much previous know-
ledge about the location of the
different factories throughout the
Island, and not being fully ac-
quainted with a number of our
factory managers, Mr. Fraser T,
Morrow, who was then on cheese
factory inspection work very kind-
ly acompanied me for ahout two
weeks, We visited nearly all the
creameries and cheese  factories
during this time, getting well ac-
quainted with the managers and
the condition of the different fac-
tories as they then existed. All
creameries were then ready for the
summer’s work.

At that time we were entering
1one of tue heaviest seasons from
|'the standpoint of production in
the history of the province. Condi-
tions favorable to the growth of
good pastures prevailed through-
out the whole summer. The dairy
herds came to pasture in good con-
dition. The abundant rainfall sup-
plied sufficient moisture and the
temperature, while noi excessive-
ly hot, was suitable for rapid
growth. In the early summer,
cream began coming into the
| creameries in eves increasing vol-
ume, and while not much increase
was noticeable dring the early
part of the summer over the pro-
duction of 1942, yet the continued
good season together with the
eight cents per pound subsidy for
butter-fat, and a change on the
part of some cheese factory pat-
yons to cream production forced
the total manufacture of creamery
oucier over the top for a record
year.

Certain Reaction
A certain reaction took place af-

winter, Due to the abundant rain-
fall of the pastsummer,greacdir-
ficulty was experienced in hay-
making, and the hay crop in many
sections in the country was not
housed in good condition. The dif-
ficulty also in getting protein sup-
plements, and the fact that turn-
1ps were selling at a price which
made it impossible to get the same
amount out of them for feed, had
a retarding influence on the pro-
auction of milk. The result was a
t decrease in the manufacture of
butter for the month of December
of 32,227 lbs., or 161 per cent,
| compared with December 1942.
| One of the first difficulties to
encounter was a shortage of
cheese-makers. Two factories were
needing a maker, and much time
was involved trying to get the ne-
cessary men.

There -was also some equipment

needed for cheese factories, whicn
was rather difficult to obtain at:

that particular time, One of the
vats of East River had to be re-
placed, and another was needed
at Bridgetown, Both were pur-
,chased from the New Glasgow
company.

As there was no plan of action
to tollow, and bL‘lnf{ satisfied that
_ those checse factories needing ne-
| cessary equipment to handle the
season’s make, were at least tem-
porarily equipped, attention was
then given to grading cream at the
| creameries.  We have a cream
{ grading law in this province es-
|mbliSh(:d for the purpose of im-
proving the quality of our cream
'and butter, and it is my belief that
| unless the cream is graded in ac-
cordance with this Act in every
creamery in our province, the pur-
IDCS:: for which the law was made
will be defeated. The majority of
our creamery men realize this,
and from results obtained by grad-
ing during the past few years, they
readily admit improvement in the
quality of cream since grading. was
started in thelr own  creamery.
This work was carrled on in the
warm summer months, and to the
credit of the managers may it be
sald that wonderful co-operation
was received. There are a few yet,
though, who have not taken up the
work as seriously as they should,
and the results are more Keenly
felt than admitted.

The
Wartime Prices and ‘[rade Board
setting the minimum price for sol-
ids in the Maritime Provinces made
it one cent per pound higher than
Quebec, Ontario and British Col-
umbia and three cents higher than
Manitoba, Saskatchewan and Al-
berta. The result of this action
was that butter could be bought
in provinces outside the Maritimes
brought to these markets and un-
dersell our floor price for solids.

The Dairy Products Board would
then buy first grade butter
solids at the prevailing minimum
price. A decislon was made to buy
the necessary solid boxes, and
liners to supply some of the
creameries that decided to sell
their butter in this way, but those
who did, received the desired price
and payment satisfactorily, but
disappointing consequences follow-
ed. Some of the butter showed
mould in storage sometime after
it was purchased,

This is rather a serious evil in
present day creamery operation. It
15 a self cvident proof that the san-
jtation of our creameries is not

spores can come from a great many
sources, the Department decided
that some action should be taken
to determine the cause as rapidly
as possible. In-this work, the ser-
vices of Mr. W.C. Cameron, As-
sociate Chief, Dairy Products,
Grading and Inspection Services,
Ottawa, were procured. Mr, Cam-
eron accompanied for a time by
Mr. William Davies, Dominion
Dairy Produce Grader, and the
writer made a complete survey of
almost. all the creameries in the
province. A very complete and ac-
curate report of Mr. Cameron's
survey is now in the office of the
Department of  Agriculture and
Dairy Superintendent, Charlotte-
town. Two copies of the report of
cach factory have been sent to
their respective Manager and Sec-
retary. It is my belief that great
improvement in the sanitation
equipment of our factories, and
the quality of our butter in future
will result from Mr. Cameron’s in-
tensive survey.

Butter

The number of J>:#1ds of cream-
ery butter manuwactured accord-
ing to the reports totalled from
cach factory was 4313.122, an in-
crease over 1942 of 843,712 pounds
243 per cent. Only 8821 buxes
were graded, Total pounds grad-
ed were 493976 or 11.1 per cent,
84.08 per cent first grade, 13.03
per cent second grade, and 2.89
per cent below third grade. This
is not a very good shawing as far
as quality is concerned, and no ex-
i cuse will be set forth except to say
that one reason for the percent-
age of first grade to be below that
of 1942 was because one creamery
was not getting its neutralizing
done accurately and when the but-
ter was graded out of 425 boxes,
314 of them went second. An im-
proper tube placed in the acid-
meter was one cause of this low
condition,

A considerable quantity of cream
!is coming to the creameries in the
afternoon on trucks that are not
covered. The hot sun, wind and
road dust do a great amount of
damage when it is anywhere from
two to six hours on the road.

General Conditions

A few of our creameries are very
well equipped even to the smallest
detail, while the majority need a
number of requirements for suc-
cessful operation. Several past=
curizers need retinning, and this
work should be done before an-
other season's work begins. The
packing glands on pasteurizers are
not always kept properly adjust-
ed. The sanitary piping where it
is used has become tinless in some

It is to be hoped that creamery
companies throughout the Prov-
ince in need of equipment  will
purchase their requirements now,
while prices are good, and produc-
tion high, otherwise they will not
be able to carry on under adverse
price and marketing' conditions.

It is difficult at present for the
individual factory to get the nec-
essary tin to repair pasteurizers and
vats, but arrangements have been
made to get it under an order of
the Department of Munitions and
Supply. We trust that we will not
be disappointed in this assistance.

For a number of years a consid-
erable quantity of our cheese was
graded. The summer of 1943 seem-
ed to be an exception. The cheese
was sold officially ungraded. The
procedure worked well for the past
summer because the market was
strong and a good demand pre-
vailed. From the standpoint of im-
proving quality, the selling of
cheese ungraded is not to be rec-
ommended.

It is difficult because the grad-
ing was not done to state defin-
itely whether there was an im-
iprovement in qua Not having
seen the cheese fr the province
in former years, I am not prepare
ed to say, but the greatest pere
centage of what I saw in the fac-
tories and storages during the
summer. was of very fair quality

at two or three factories. A tend-
ency toward acid prevailed in a
couple ot other factories in the
same period, but these conditions
did not prevail for the summer. Tt
strict attention were paid gener-
ally to proper cooling methods on
the farm and the selection of milk
on the weigh stand, some of our
troubles would be eliminated, Im-
properly cleaned and sterilized cans
Iuogerher with rusty cans are al-
source of trouble, also the pipes
and spouts Jeading to and from
them. Too many bacteria carried
into the milk by dirt at milking
ime, Milk sometimes too ripe at
setting; dipping with too much
acid in warm_weather; improper
drying after dipping and  not
enough turning and maturing af-
ter milling; the press not kept
tight, and cheese not long enough
in it. These are some of our prin-
cipal defects and are very im-
portant. Almost all the cheese were
made in triplet form.

Low Price of Cheese

Owing to the low price of cheese
prevailing in the early spring and
summer months, there was great
uncertainty among cheese factory
companies whether or not to op-
erate. This discouragement was in-
creased greatly by the eight cents
per pound subsidy on butter-fat
paid to cream patrons by the Fed-
eral Government, an increase of
two cents over the previous year
Notwithstanding this, ten of our
cheese factories opened and al-
though the production was con-
siderably below the previous year,
it may be sald that on the whole
the cheese factories had a finan-
clally successful year.

Good grices were paid for milk.
1 The highest net value to patrons
was $2.10 per hundred and the
lowest being $1.70, Two factories
did not operate, Mr. Russell Cham-
pion’s, Kensington and Murray
Harbor North. The total amount
of cheese made, 780,209 pounds, a
decrease of 326,441 pounds or 294
per cent.

“No,” replied Mr. Strong, “but
a client ct mine put $10,000 in it
and lost every cent. I know an-
other man in Alberton who did
the same thing.”

“We have rural telephone com-
panies in Prince Edwaid Island,” he
continued. “Why not have rural
electric light companies all over
the Island? The big cost to the
larmers would be the putting in
of the poles and the running of
the lines. Let the Government
!subsidize these companies and let
{them buv the light {rom the
I switchboard.”

He instanced whal had been
done by the town of Summerside,
which made a revenue of $34,742
last year out of their electric light '
plant.

The Department of National De- |
fense, he explained, owns the
lines that have been run from
Summerside to the Mount Pleas-,
ant airport, a distance of over |
twenty miles. They have a big tur-
bine engine at Mt. Pleasant. “When
the war is over, is there any rea-
son why the Provincial Govern-
ment should not be able to take
over that line?” he asked.

The Summerside commercial
rates, he said, were 30 cents for
the first 100 watts for first 2 kAw|
connected load; 20 cents per 100
for the next 3 kw. and 15 cents
per 100 for over 5 k.w. The power
rates were: 0 to 99 k.wh. 8 cts.;
100 to 199 k.w.h. 7.5 cts.: 200 to 299
k. w. h. 7 cts.; 300 to 499 k. w. h. 6.5
cents; 500 to 999 k.wh. 6 cts.; 1000
to 1499 k.w.h. 35 cts.: 1500 k.w.h
{4 cts.; all over 1500 k.w.h. 3 cts.

Mr. Strong: “I know it is high,
but so far as Summerside s con-
cerned it is more or less a form
of taxation. They have not raised
| their taxation rate which remains
at $17.00 per $1000.

Power at the Summerside plant
is derived from five deise] crude
oil engines, he sald. This fuel
might be cut off at any time. An
engineer had advised putting in a
turbine engine. If this were done
it could use cheap Nova Scotia
‘coal. After the war this coal could
be shipped here in wooden boats.
It would be no trouble. he believ-
ed, for Summerside to light up the
whole lower end of Prince County.

He noted that the Maritime El-
ectric Company had bought out
the Montague plant. “They have
a grip on things in Queen's and
| King's Counties,” he said. “but the
! Government knows what to do.
They can buy them out if thew
want to.”

Last year 14,705 railway cars were
ferried to and from Borden.

The Premier is now tryving to
substitute a bus service for the
late evening train. “If that can
be done it will be a great thing."
Mr, Strong said. “I understand
there are no more light engines
available and the heavy engines
do not suit our bridees. What is
holding uo the change? They
say the cost of fixing the ramps at
Borden to accommodate the buses
is too great. I don't think the Pre-
mier has told us all the story. I
understand that Mr. Pringle, the
head of the Maritime Region, C.
N. R. who has just been transfer-
red, was entirely favorable: but
the Montreal C. N. R. office has
vetoed the whole scheme. The Pre-
mier should protest that. The
ramps and ferry are not owned by
the railway but by- the Govern-
ment of Canada. All the C.N.R. has
to do is operate the service. and
this should be emphasizzed at O*-
tawa.”

Mr. Strong expressed the hope
that the Minister of Public Works
(Mr, Barbour) when he became
Senator, would urge transporta-
tion matters in a more vigorous
manner than our elected repre-
sentatives are doing at Ottawa.
He commended Premier Jones for
hlalving “stirred them up occasion-
ally.”
