Labor Conference
Very Badly Upset -
l}y_}esemtions

WASHINGTON, Nov 18-—Reserva-
tions to the Peacé Treaty adopted by
the United States senate raise. new
difficulties . for the International’ Lab-
or Confexence and for the Capadian
delegatfon in particilar. ‘One of “the
reservations ‘include “labor”  among
the subjects ‘which “are not to be
‘submitted 1{1 any way either to arbitra.
tion 'or ‘the consideration of the
coungil; or of the assembly of the
Leagiie of Nations or any agency there
of.” TAs the matter stands; this-prob-
ablyvprecludes the possibility ' of ‘the
United- States assenting to any con-
vention adopted by the Internation La
bor Conference’, which itgelf is a
branch of the League of Nations.

From'the outset the Canadian em-
ployers’ group Hds taken the#stand
that Canada should not become a par
ty to‘any international convention plac
ing restrictions on\labor until the Un-
ited States has first given its assent.

The general. employers’ group, in
fact, with a view to putting the Can-
adian objection into effect submitted a
resolution that, any convention adopt-
ed to limit the course of labor shall
not become effective until it receives
the assent of the United States. But
the special committee of the confer-

has not yet reached a decision on the
point,

Canadian Labor's View.

Among the Canadian labor group, on
the other hand, the view is heldsthat
Canada should work out her own “in
dustrial salvation” without waiting
for the ledd of the United States. The
labor men hold in-addition, that econ-
omic pressure will eventually force
the United States to limit the hours
of labor because they say an eight
hour day is more efficient than a ten
hour day.

In any event, however, the senate
reservation will have an important
hearing on the conference business.

The conference' meets in pleniary
session again tomorrow afternoon, bui
the sitting will be brief as no commit-
tees of importance are ready to re-
port. Caucuses and discussions during
the week-end indicate the likelihood
of a compromise on the forty-eight
hour week. The special committee
decided by a majority vote in favor of
the forty-eight hour week for indus-
trial workers as distinguished from
the demand of a maximum eight-hour
day. Senator Robertson suggested
ag a -compromise a forty-eight hour
wesk with a maximum nine-hour day
in industries which’ have the half
holiday on Saturday. The majority of
the labor men, it is understood would®
be willing to accept the compromise
proyiding there was no time limit af-
ter which eight:hours would constit-
ute a maximum working day.

STOPS IN'GERMANY

In order to save coal the entire pas-
senger service on railways throughout
Germany ceased at eleven o'clockion
Friday night, and not-a single passen-
ger train will run for eleven days.:

In Berlin and elsewhere people idre
sleeping in hotel bathrooms and.iniall .
the odd corners, where it is possible
to put up a bed. Every hotel in the
capital is turning away hundreds;.of
people daily, even though: they 'have
wired days beforehand  to. reserve
rooms. The telegraph service is some-
thing- like chaotic and telephoning is
almost impossible. 'What the .redult
of this traffic stoppage will be to the
business world ean be imagined when
it is combineéd with the chags and con-
fusion 'in other means of communica-
tion. 1) i

Added to this the greatest confusion
reigns in the post office. Letters from
all over the country and from abroad
are weekg late in arriving. The parcel
post offices are -endeavoring ‘in vain
to cope with the impossible mountains
of packets. In ‘some parts’ of ‘the
country the parcel post‘has been sus-
pended. Stations throughout’'the coun-
try.are congested with goods, and to
make matters worse canal services are
almost at a standstill, The malls: ali
have to, be forwardeq by goods trains.

In fact the ony travel service. of
which the country will be able . to
boast for eleven days will be the
Zeppelin service running between the
capital and Friedrichshafen. ¥

Berlin’s gas and electricity, sup-
ported by very .small reserves of
coal, are again threatened. The bulk
of .the people have so little light ana
heat that they are forced to go to hed
when darkness sets in.In the west end
flats the wealthy people sit'at meals
wrapped in heavy furs. .

Food conditicns are. perhaps sligit-
ly worse than they were gsix weeks ago
in Berlin, and prices show a declded
tendency to rige again. Germany in-
deeq is in a sorry condition, and is in
one of her severest fits of depression.
