Although the weather was
far from being propitious the town from
an early hour was, as usual on such
ocecasions, thronged with country people,
many of whom came from a considerable
distarice, some no doubt with a view to
transact business but by far the greater
number with evidently no other intent
than to make a holiday of it. Although
there was a goodly show of horses, bulls,
eto little business was done throughout
the day and sales that were made were
not encouraging to breeders. The num-
ber of buyers were in no proportion to
that of sellers which rendered the busi-
ness of the day unusually flat; indeed it
| was sald that it did not exceed that fre-
quently done on other days.
