TO CHRISTIAN GROWTH.

Sermon by Robert Russel Booth—
~ Subject: A Corn of Wheat
Dying to Grow-

eo‘;gl‘“g. ;emy. 1 say unto yon,denxﬁpg;’
Of wheat fall into the groun

it abideth alone; but if it die, it bringeth
forth much fruif.—John, xil., 24. .

These words were spoken by Christ te
His disciples with reference to His own
personal experience in the immediate
future. From the beginning they thought
that His life was necessary to His iri-
umph, but now He teaches them plainly
that He could be glorified only by death;
that for Him to triumph and reign as
they had prefigured His destiny would
be for Him to fail of His purpose and
“abide alone”; but for Iim to suffer and
die according to the purpose of God
would be to accomplish His mission, and
thus bring forth “much fruit.” The il-
lustration which He uses to impress
the great truth is one of those symbols
through which Nature iiself seems to
point out the mjystery of atonement
and sacrifice. The “corn of wheat” is the
most simple and urniversal exponent of
the great law that out of self-sacrifice
spring forth the blessings of fruitful-
ness, and that the method of increase
and clevation which God has appointed
in His moral government requires some
correspondence to that renunciation of
the life of the seed for the sake of the
forthcoming harvest.

In its application to Christ the anal-
ogy finds its highest significance, but it
is no less the truth for these lives of
ours. The “corn of wheat” abiding alone
in consequence of its being preserved for
itself and the “corn of wheat” bringing

of its own indiivdual life—are not these
the symbols of facts in human experi-
ence which are of the greatest - import-
ance to cach individual?

Consider, then, the “corn of wheat” as
an emblem of each human life,-to which
is presented the alternative between
an isolation of self by the control of
self-love and the ennobling and enrich-
ing of self by the power of self-saeri-

ing good by having its individual exist-
cnce preserved, it is nevertheless a thing

insignificant and comes so far short
of its capabilities in being thus kept in
safety that this isclaticn is in reality
the worst thing that could befall it.

Of course, we cannot adjust.this fig-
ure of speech exactly to its human coun-
terpart, but we obscrve the central prin-
ciple of the insignificance and lowliness
of the seed corn when its individuality
is thus carefully guarded and made an
end to itself, and from this it is easy
to deduce the lessons which apply with
far greater force to cach scli-contained
human life. For we must all under-
stand that there is such a position for
man as that suggested by Christ in the
first clause of the verse, and the practi-
cal problem which each one of us has to
solye for himself is to determine whether
he shall thus enthrone his own narrow
sclf-interest and bring all things to de-
pendence upon it or whether he shall de-
velop that personal life by placing it in
those relations which God has establish-
ed, and by opening his consciousness to

interest of others. ’

In other words, every man has this
capacity of ordering and controlling his
life by self-love or sclf-sacrifice. He may
contract his soul or he ‘may
expand it; he may live ' unto
and be selfish; he may
not live unto himself, but unto others,
and be Christlike. The great question
is:—Which of these two shall he choose?
