They
were not satisfied to build what they
considered a perfect calking machine,
put went to the best shoeing shops
in the big cities and also to  the
country shoer to get all the ideas
possible in order to build a machine
that will make the calks on a shoe
to suit each individual. They have
built a machine that is light, simple
and perfect, and will last a lifetime.
All working parts are made of a
special grade of steel. The machine
weight 131 pounds, stands 3 feet, 2
inches high and takes up but 7§ x
16 inches floor space. What the ma-
chine will do. With one pull of -the
lever it will make complete either a
blunt or a sharp heel calk of any de-
sired length on any gize of shoe,
making no cold shuts and the calk
perfect. It will turn and sharpen
side calks, or make the kink for the
famoug block calk. With one pull of
the lever will weld on a blunt or
sharp toe calk and form toe clip. It
has shears to cut off the ends of
shoes for shoeing flat or with pads.
There ie no weld like the pressure
weld—does away with losing of toe

caiks. In welding toe calk you can
either form a toe clip or not. It
