INTERESTING
LEGTURES BY
DR, STEWART

YESTERDAY

Dr. Stewart continued his lec-
ture course yesterday afternoon
and evening in St. James Hall be-
fore appreciative audiences. Judge
Stewart presided in the afternoon
and Dr. Goodwill in the evening.
Thé lecture this afternoon is on
Herbert Spencer, and, in the ev-
ening, “The Comparative Arts of
George Bernard Shaw and George
MacManus.” This lecture should
prove of particular interest. Shaw
the dramatist and MacManus the
cartoonist (creator of Jiggs)  are
both social critics in their way.
This concludes Dr. Stewart's sec-
ond series of lectures and every-
one interested should take advan-
tage of the opportunity of hearing
him.

Following is a synopsis of Dr.
Stewart's lectures yesterday:

AFTERNOON LECTURE

Lord Balfour as Writer and
Thinker.

Professor Stewart said he pro-
posed to speak that afternoon on
sne who had played a great part in
the public life of England, and the
record of whose life was no small
part of the political history of the
sountry. But he did not intend to
iwell upon the details of Lord Bal-
four's career as a member of parlia

axcept in so far as these might
sast light upon his significance as
1~ writer and thinker. For parlia-
mentary management and the
traming of programmes, great as
had been his success in such fields,
had by no means exhausted Lord
Balfour's energy. He was master
9f a fascinating literary style, and
his books were such as might well
have arrested attention quite ap-
art from his celebrity in the walks
of practical life and politics.

‘The lecturere dwelt upon some
sircumstances of Lord Balfour’s
descent, his family conections, the
traditions of his house, and the en-
vironmeht of his early mannood,
pointing out how he had entered
parliament during the premiership
»f Disraeli, and had interested him-
self first of all in the conflict be-
tween the old Whig party and the
so-called “Democratic Tories.” The
“Conservatism” which many - crit
ics found in Lord Balfour's contri-
butions to philosophy and literat-
ure had thus been learned in the
first instance in the sphere of poli-
tics. He had reflected with much
care upon the underlying basis of
that reforming spirit wiich he saw
at work in the early seventies, and
had made- up his mind that the
threatened assault on the old order
of English society might well be
productive of far worse evils than
it could cure. It was just seven
years before Lord Balfour cnter-
ed parliament that Disraell had
lowered still further the parliamen
tary franchise, a step which had
called forth Carlyle's terrific pam
phlet entitled “Shooting Niagara’

In the field of literature his ef-
fort was directed to formulating
a conservative theory which would
take account of and allow for what
was good in the spirit of change.
For he well understood that the
stability of what was worth pre-
gerving depended on_ dexterous
yielding to forces too strong to be
resisted. Hence in politics he earn:
ed the reputation of a compromis-
er, a skilled player of the political
game, giving ground where he
must, and combining forces as
ghrewdly as he could to defend
what it was still possible to keep.
This conservative temper in spec-
ulative thought was seen specially
in his two books, “A Defence of
Philosophic Doubt” and “Founda-
tions of Belief.” The general argu-
ment of those books had been quite
improperly. supposed to be sceptic-
al. They had, indeéd a sceptical
element, but it was Lord Balfour’s
purpose to show how out of that
state of Doubt known as ‘“philoso-
phic” a foundation might be con-
structed for the most important
traditional beliefs of the Christian
world. He argued that knowledge
of the “ultimate” things,~God, Im-
mortality, Freedom—was unattain-
able through theoretic reasoning,
and that the arrogant scientists
were just as much in the dark
when they came to these problems
as was anybody else. He likened
the men of science, with their ov-
er-weening confidence in the ade:
quacy of scientific method, to the
mediaeval schoolmen with their
theological formulae. In each case
there was affectation of a certain-
ty and a completeness which far
outran all evidence. In such cases
Lord Balfour detendod the right
of the “plain man,” where theoret-
fe proof was at least as weak in
one interest as in another, to hold
fast by certain convictions which
had been found essential for pre-

The cortege was received out-
side the Basilica by the clergy who
gave the first benediction after
which the coffins were taken in-
side and placed on a bed of myrtle
and laurel.

Absolution was given while the
choir and clergy sang “In Paradis-
um’” after which the procession
was reformed, trancporting the cof-
fins back to the station to be tak-
en for burial.

dition of belief in God. Otherwise
what mankind calls ‘“good” or
“heautiful” becomes just a matter
of capricious taste, one judgment
differing from another, and none
deserving to be called “true.”
