Prices Board
Statement Re
Lard Shortage |

With reference to the reported
shortage of lard and shortening
referred to yesterday the following
statement has been furnished by
the Information Branch of the
Prices Board:

“The overall shortage of lard
and shortening in Britain and the
.S.A, as well as In Canada, has
compelled the Board to quota the
use of shortening, and there is no
prospect of any improvement in
the supply situation for the bal-
ance of this year.

“The producticn of lard has de-
creased very materially as com-
pared with 1944 and at present the
production is less than half of
what it was at this time last year.
Chief reason for this Is the ap-
proximate 50 vpercent reduction in
the hog slaughterings across Can-
ada. The heavy meat canning pro-
gram to meet essential demands
overseas also uses up heavy quan-
tities of edible fats, thus aggravat-
'ing the situation.

“As far as possible the Board is
attempting to make sure that the
limited supplies available are dis-
tributed equitahly to the different
parts of the Dominfon but it is
. impossitle to provide some of the
i users of these commodities with
the amounts that they feel rhey
are entitled to, or even to meet
what they feel at present to be
their immediate needs. The situ-
ation is so tight that officials feel
that it is a matter of having to get
along on less of these items even
