With the general prineiples underlying
these threefold rates & majority of Cana-
dians will no doubt agree.

to treat as in friendly fashion. It
cannct be expected, however tbat in the
application of these principles to the 750
items of the tariff there will be by any
means s0 general an agreement. Very
probably, too, the abolition of the old
free list and the creation of a new list
of free goods distributed among the duti-
able items mway be objected to. The
changes in the schedules are 5o great that
no one but anexpert with the fall tariff
before him would be able to tell by how
much the general rate of customs
taxation has been incrzased or diminish-
ed. Itis quite possible too that experts
might differ in their estimates in  regard
thereto.
