ABLE SEAMON BY
PASTOR.  FREEMAN, -HIS
SUBJECT «CLIMBING "

At the Baptist Church Sunday, Pas-
tor, Rev. Chas, R. Freeman, at the
morning service spoke on the subject:
“Climbing,does it pay?”’ He choBe-as
his text Col. 3:1. “Seek those things
which are above.”

He said in part. In a little cemet-
ery in Switzerland above the grave of
one who lost his life in an Alpine ac-
cident stands the simple inscription
“He died climbing.” He had evidently
heard the call of the mountains : and
met death whila responding. There is
something about this simpre inscrip-
tion that suggests to me that climbing
is the normal attitude of all healthy
people, Who if he had his choice would
not prefer to meet death facing up-
ward?

Life is on an -incline plain. In the
business world about us we see this
attitude of climbing illustrated. During
the past week we have been hdving a
Rural Life Conference. The prevalil-
ing note in that Conference has sought
to 8 how the mer  how —best to
climb and how educate his son and
daughters that they may know. how
best to climb the steep ascent before
them.

Successful business men are climb-
lers v who by studying the details of
their business, learning people’s needs
and meeting them successfully rise a-
bove 'their less ambitious competitors.
The young 'man learning a trade
wants to know not just how to do a
piece of work but how to excel in his
chosen work.

The lawyer is not content with just
being permitted to practice but he
geeks every opportunity to develop
himself and to acquire a knowledge
both ‘'of men and of the law that he
may use these as stepping stones in
‘his ascent.

Thée physician studies his medical
works and the cases that he has the
opportunity to observe that he may
with this knowledge acquire skill and
attain success in his profession.

Here is
suggestion the practical road.

Clean-handedness—The hand of the
farmer all soiled with earth may in
this sense be clean for it stands for a
clean life.

It may be the hand of the miner all
black with the dust of the coal, or the
hand of the scrub woman with her
hands in the discolored water. What-
ever 'position in life you fill if you are
toiling upward you must have the
clean hand that stands for the clean
life. !

The Psalmist also tells us that we
must be pure-hearted and Jesus said
“Blessed are the pure -in. heart for
they shall see God.” What is this re-
lation between clean hands and pure
hearts? Only those whose hearts are
pure can have clean hands in this
sense, Isaiah says:Let the wicked for-
sake his way and the unrighteous
man his thoughts.. Why does he cou-
ple them? Because . he knew that
there was no forsaking . evil without
torsaking evil thought. For the sanie
reason Christ sald “Ye must be born

again.” He struck at the heart: the
