“Then we need them in our em-
). t i The unem-

niittees, which have been p
¢d to you tonight, give you a true
perspective of the activities that
have been carried qut during the
past ‘year. The chairmen, especial-
ly of those committees, deserve our
heartiest thanks for their work.

Our home is now in better con-
dition than it has been for years,
and most of the.credit belongs to
the Ladies Auxiliary, without
whose help I do not think we
could carry on.

Our relief expenditures this year
show a large increase over preced-
ing years. The administering of
relief has become such a task that
it is absolutely unfair to ask any
one or two members to take charge
of it, and some other method of
distributing relief must be devised
by your new executive, The situ-
ation as regards employment, shows
little' change, and we must face the
fact that there are very poor pros-
pects of a number of ex-service
men ever being in a position to
support themselves and their fam-
illes in this province. This being
the case, are we carrylng on our
rellef work, in the right way, or
are we endeavoring to do work
which should be carried on by
both Dominion and Provincial Gov-
ernments?

Quotes General Ross

During the year we had a visit
from our Dominion President,
Gen, Alex. Ross. He is a man of
outstanding ability and his . ad-
dresses here were inspiring, I would
like, if I may, to' incorporate in
this report some remarks he made
recently in regard to membership.

“We know that in our large cities
we have never attalned anything
approaching the maximum of
strength, And here may I stress
the point that, while we desire an
increase of membership, quality
and not quantity should be the de-
termining factor. The Legion was
organized to bring about unity
among ex-service men and that
must still be part of our funda-
mental policy. But enrollment of

s does not titute unity
unless the members enrolled are
willing to unite in common action,
and herein lles the difficulty.

“There are many ex-service men
who believe that a united body of
ex-service men should be a milit-
ant body designed to enforce so-
called “démands” on any govern-
ing body. They completely over-
look the fact that any such insti-
tution is completely repugnant to
British traditions and that the
great majority of ex-service men
believe implicitly in the British
system of government and the
British tradition which we cherish.
You can organize a militant sec-
tion of veteran opinion for the pur-
pose stated but by so doing you
will drive a much larger section to
the defence of British principles
and instead of - having unity you
will have complete and total dis-
union, On the other hand we:do
believe that we can make a strong
appeal to all as & united body by
working along proper constitution-
al lines and can secure by suchf
means effective action in every)
matter affecting ex-service men
when_the case can be supported by
sound rr}ason and argument and is

backed by a united body of veter-
an opinion, which will secure and
hold the sympathy of the general
publie, This i§ the policy which
the Legion has followed and we be-
lleve, effectively, and which, with
& larger 'support, could bhe even
more effective. In any event we
must face facts and it can be ac-
cepted that we can never enroll the
vast majority of the unorganized
veterans by any policy other than
that indicated.

“It 18 easy for those moving in
a limited circle to sqy that the
Leglon would grow and develop if
it became militant. Yes, it might
add considerable numbers of those
who belleve in such a policy but.

ployed can never solve the prob-
Jlem alone—it is only by -the united
effort of all those who are avail-
able and ‘by working in co-oper-
ation with: the - government and
with the civillan population that
we can solve the ex-service man's
problem of unemployment.

“For these reasons I urge that
every branch make a determined
effort to enroll every eligible man
who is willing to support Legion
policies and then provide the local
machinery necessary to develop
any scheme which may be deter-
mined upon. But lét us also con-
centrate ‘on maintaining a high
standard. of membership. By this
I mean & membership of sincere,
earnest men with no selfish inter-
ests to serve, and willing to co-
operate in & common effort to help
those who are in need of help. In
my opinion the Leglon is now big
enough and strong enough to be
independent, and trouble makers,
mischief makers, and obstruction-
ists have no place in the organ-
ization and should be so advised.
Give the decent unemployed man
every chance to fretain his mem-
bership and his self-respect but
give short shift to the agitator who
by his actions”keeps countless de-
cent fellows out, Indiscreet sweech-
es, unreasonable claims, and unde-
sirable conduct on the part of a
few members have done more to
hinder the growth of our move-
ment than any other. thing.

* “Then too you should find. some
ineans of keeping interest alive.
The Legion is a service organiza-
tion and every branch should have
some special activity to keep mem-
bers interested and alert and also
show to the community that we
are not. a selfish lot, simply con-
cerned with our own affairs but
that we are also citizehs keenly in-
terested in the welfare of our
country and of the community in
which we live. By so doing w3
maintdin our own strength and
enlist that measure of public sup-
port which we feel is tial.”

After cordially greeting the new
students, Mr, Hatcher welcomed
the new members of the Faculty.
Professor Shaw is exoceptionally
well fitted for the work in the
teachers’ training department. He
has had experience as a teacher in
both elementary and high schools
in Canada; he has been an inspect-
or'in city and in rural schools and
has been head of the department
of education at a university. A man’
of considerable experience in edu-
cational matters relating to coun-
tries outside Canada as well, he
has made intensive studies in Den-
mark, Norway and Sweden. His
particular interest in adult educa-
tion can be shown from the fact
that he was one of the -founders
of the “Canadian Adult Education
Assoclation.”

The other new member of the
Faculty is Mr, J. Alain Frecker
who succeeds Mr, MacIntosh as
lecturer in Engineering. He too is
a man of wide culture, holding de-
grees in both Arts and Engineering.

Mr, Hatcher went on to say that
the course in Physics had this year
been reshaped and would now be
more fitted to the needs of the
students. The course in Botany
had been made more advanced.
The teacher-training course had
been given careful oconsideration.
A full year’'s work was now re-
quired and a higher standard than
in former years would be realized
since grade XI was a prerequisite
for entrance to the training course.

its rights in seeking amendments
to the act the assumptirn would be
that no amendments would be urg-
ed of a nature likely to affect the
provinces unfavorably nor without
consultation. Nevertheless it 1=
maintained no province or provin-
ces would be in a position to veto
proposed amendments.

Sir Richard McBride when
Premier of British Columbia, made
determined efforts to block certain
amendments with respect to sub-
sidies sought by the Federal Gov-
ernment. While, there was consid-
erable delay the amendments were
passed.

Should the provinces agree, at
the forthcoming conference, to sur-
render some of their rights laid
down in the B, N. A. it would prob-
ably be only with strict reserva-
tions so that matters concerning
race and religion could not be dealt
with by the Federal authority.

Strong Opposition

There is every likelihood, how-
ever, that strong opposition will
arise, particularly in Ontario and
Quebec and possibly in British
Columbia, to any interference with
the act except by unanimous agree-
ment, particularly with respect to
hours of work. the minimum wage
and with taxing privileges.

The pressing need of amendment
arose out of the difficulties sur-
rounding unemployment relief and
similar social problems encounter-
ed particularly in recent years. An
unemployment insurance scheme
has been demanded from all quar-
ters with growing force, and one
1s ready fotr presentation at the
next session of parliament.

But for such a scheme to per-
form adequately the functions for
which it is designed uniform adopt
fon and application in each of the
nine provinces would be required.
Unless an amendment were adopt-
ed to the constitution the Domin-
jon Government would not be au-
thorized under the constitution to
enforce or impose .the provisions of
the act upon any province.

Furnishing Funds

While the Dominion has heen
furnishing the bulk of the relief
funds and playing & Jarge part in
theit administration during the
last four years of depression it has
no constitutional right to deal in
any way with the privations of a
people unless specifically ' invited to
do so by the Government of the
Province in which they reside.

No control of wage and working
eonditions is constitutionally pos:
sible by the Federal Governmen?
and. in British Columbia, Hom, G.
8. Peatson, Minister of Labor, stat-
od as recently as last Tuesday that

WITH LAPOINTE
FOR EUROPE

Will Visit Great Bri-
tain and Continent,
Seeking “First Hand
Information.”

OTTAWA, Sept. 27. — Rt. Hon.
Mackenzie King, Dominion Liberal
leader, and Hon. Ernest Lapointe,
former Minister of Justice, will sail
for the United Kingdom on Satur=
day from Quebec on the Empress of
Britain, Mr. King made the announ-
cement, tonight.

«Canadian affairs are increasingly
pound up in world affairs and we are
anxious to get first hand informa-
tion as to conditions in Britain and
in Europe,” Mr. King explained. “It
is doubtful if there will be another
opportunity for some time to come
to make such a visit.”

The ¢rip will be of & private nature
but Mr. King hopes to obtain the
views of the better informed people
in the United Kingdom and in coun- *
tries on the continent as to possibili«
ties for trade expansion. These ques~
tions were of ever increasing ime
portance to Canada.

The Liberal leader has not been
overseas since 1928 when he signed
the Kellog-Briand Peace Pact in
Paris. He will be absent for & month
or six weeks,

While United Kingdom will be
thoroughly explored first, Mr. King
expects to have considerable time to
travel in the continent before he re-
turns to Canada.
