Judge comments
On Pelts at
1Prov. Show

The P.EI fox pelt show was of-
ficially opened yesterday by Mayor
John E. Campbkell, who compli-
mented the pelt show committee
and breeders on the excellent dis-
play of pelts which were shown in
A. Horne and Cu.,, spacious show
rooms on Water Street. In spite
of the tie up of the roads many
visitors attended and were keenly
interested in the points brought
out by the various speakers who
spoke on educational lines on the
breeding of the silver fox.

In the afternoon Mr, George
Mayers spoke to the breeders on
the lines of what is required by
the fur trade. He warned the
breeders against rushing into
breeding freak foxes. The fox in-
dustry has not been built up on
novelties but on the staple silver
fox. The fur markst is good and
prices are good, but “we must pro-
duce gcod stuff” Mr. Mayers's
wamcd  aga nst too early pelting.
Many a good pelt is ruined by be-
ing’ taken off before the fur i
prime. Mr. Mayers illustrated his
point by exhibiting a pelt taken
coff too early and showing where
the defects lay. He also warned
against thin sides which generally

lack of care. Another more im-
ortant thing to watch is the yel-
ow underfur which is in ‘the
breeding. In breeding be sure to
breed foxes with blue underfur to
fothers of that type and not with
foxes with grey underfur or it wiil
be yellow, which is very bad. This
point is m st important, Watch
your underfur for color shades,
said Mr. Mayers. He also referred
to the bad habit of breeding short
bar furs, these are not wanted as
they cannct be matched well.
Good wide bars with good guard
fur is what the trade wants.

Mr, Mayers spoke very highly of
the pelts on show particularly of
some perfectly matched pairs. He
stated that he had attended a
good many pelt shows and had
seen no better pelts than here,

Proposals made

OTTAWA Jan. 8.—(CP) — Pro-
posals that the War-times Prices
and Trade Board estab.ish mini=
mum prices for butter next summer
when production will be high wiil
be discussed when the agriculture
ministers of Ontario and the dom-
inion meet representatives of farm
organizations in London, Ontario,
Friday, Agriculture Minister Garde
iner said today.

Industrial Development

Industrial development in Prince
Edward Island must be inevitaply
tied in with our basic industry which
is Agriculture, Wit 2 excop-
tions;-any manufac g or Pro=
cessing plant in this province must
be based on some staple crop proe
duction of our own soil. This may
take the form of a canning plant or
it may involve the preduction of al=
cohol or vegetable oils and the
manufacture of plastic materials
now so much in demand for induse
try of all kinds.

The dairy industry also affords
opportunity for industrial develope
ment in the possibility of establis]
ments with an output of evaporat
and condensed milk and coffee,
powdered milk and cassein products
which are also a branch of the pre=
sent great development of the plas«
tic industry.

There is a definite challenge to
our business men in the statement
of freight car traffic to and from
the Island in 1940, The Canadian
National Railway reports ten thoue
{sand four hundred and eighty-two
cars came to the province,
thousand seven
hundred and seventy-one cars were
shipped out. It is-well recognized
that the dollar value of incoming
cars, which largely conlsist of high~
lv manufactured products, = greatly
exceeds the value of outgoing cars
which consist almost entirely of
raw, unprocessed products of our
farms and fisheries.
