Welcome Invasion

MONTREAL, June 19 —(CP)—
John Nygaardsvold, Prime Minister
of the Royal Norwegian Govern-
ment, said in an interview here
today that Canadian troops would
be wellomed warmly should they
be chosen to open & second front
against the Axis through Norway.

“The people of Norway,” he
sald after his arrival here on a
tour of eastern Canadian cities,
“are anxious for a second front,

“And if strategic and military
consideration make it possible for
the United Nations to invade Nor-
way, they would welcome it. I be-
lieve that every man who could
carry a weapon would stream to-
wards the invaders. It would be up
to the landing forces to arm
them.”

Japs In Canada
Treated Well

OTTAWA, June 19— (OP)—Labor
Minister Mitchell told the House of
Commons today that Canada would
welcome an investigation on behalf
of the Japanese Government into
the treatment being given Japanese
in the Dominion,

He sald he was confident that
sueh investigation would reveal
that treatment of Japanese in Can-
ada compared favorably with the
treatment accorded enemy aliens
in any country in the world.

OTTAWA, June 19— (CP)—Rev=
enue Minister Colin Gibson, a dis-
tinguished veteran of the First
Great War, told the House of Com-
mons today that he would support
conscription for service overseas
immediately if the voluntary sys-
tem of enlistments failed.

But the system had not failed
and he preferred it to conscription.
“I am not an anti-conscriptionist
but I have served under both sys=
tems and I do not agree with the
view that conscription is necessar-
ily the best method of producing
an effective fighting force,” Col.

Gibson said.
Two other membwrs spoke in to-
day’s conscription debate, both

supporters of Prime Minister Mac-
kenzie King's bill designed to em-
power the government to impose
conscription for service overseas by
Order-in-Council.

They were W. Ross Macdonald
(Lib. Brantford), also a First Great
War veteran, who said he was sat-
isfied that the moment conscrip-
tion for overseas became necessary
the government would impose it,
and John R. MacNicol (Con, Tor-
onto-Davenport), who said he
would support it because it was a
step in the right direction,

Mr, Macdonald said he would ad-
vise his constituents that if they
were called for service after the
bill passes they would be in for
the duration and might be asked
to serve in any theatre of war,

Mr, MacNicol said that after lis-
tening to the speech in which Mr,
King moved second reading of his
bill “I could not put my finger on
the policy of the government and
I doubt if anybody could.”

Sevastopol Is
Scene Of Big
Enemy Drive

Germans Claim Northern Defences
Avre Penetrated; Nazi Pressure
Is Being Increased.

(By Henry C. Cassidy, Associated Press Staff Writer)
MOSCOW, June 20—(Saturday)— (AP)—Reinforced
German infantry, covered by a smoke screen and support-
ed by hundreds of planes and tanks, smashed four times
at one point in the Sevastopol defences yesterday but were
hurled back each time with heavy losses, Soviet dispatches

reported early today.

At another point four German infantry regiments at-
tacked fiercely for 15 hours in a desperate attempt to break
into the Black Sea naval bastion—and came close to their
objective—but finally were repulsed.

A German claim that their
troops had penetrated Sevastopol’s
northern defences was not confirm-
ed here, but the Germans never-
theless appeared to be increasing
their pressure,

A Sevastopol dispatch to Red
Fleet, the navy organ, said the
Nazis had thrown fresh reserves
into the battle.

The artillery and air bombard-
ments increased in intensity, it
was said, burying alive some Red
army gun crews,

In one of the German assaults,
the ground forces were supported
by masses of planes, flying in
groups of 60,

A companion attack 400 miles
north of the blood-soaked steppes
soutty of Kharkov was continuing
on a much reduced scale, On the
Kalinin front northwest of Mos-
cow, the Soviet communique de-
clared that “the enemy was driven
out of several positions” and that
prisoners and hooty were seized,

Several thousand bombs were
loosed on the deep defences of Sey-
astopol two days ago, dispatches
sald, and mass attacks of tark-
supported infantry tried vainly to
crack the southern positions. The
assaults were renewed yesterday
but the accurate fire of Red artil-
lery was said to have dispersed the
