stamina of fighter pilots at the
dizzy heigts they fly their stream-
lined planes in this war.

Eight month’ experience of war-
time conditions in France has
taught the air ministry that fight-
ers mormally operate at heights of
25,000 and 30,000 feet, an altitude
far above the ceiling of planes in
the First Great War. Up there in
the rarified atmosphere oxygen
{must be inhaled and, even with
this stimulant, a man’s energy - is
sapped quickly because the slight-
est exertlon produces exaggerated
physical and mental fatigue.

e war has produced mamny new
problems for the alr force, and one
of them is the necessity of build-
ing up the phvsical and mental
stamina of fighter pilots to stand
these heights. Another s  the
“blocking out” of a nilot due to
centrifugal force pulling the blood
from his head In a steep, vertical
turn, The coma may be only mom-
entary and some pilots may stand
a higher pull than others but the
problem of overcoming it is there
Just the same.

“Black out” is the direct result
of the speed of a modern fighter.
With a machine hurtling through
space at 350 or 400 mi'es an hour
it doesn't take much of a turn to
drain the blood from the pilot's
head, particularly if he is up 25,000
up 30,000 feet sucking oxygen
through a tube,

A tour at Vickers, in Montreal,

shows how readily the business is
handled on this side of the Atlan-
tie. In that shipyard alone, more
than 900 workers are proceeding at
an unvsual pace to build the order-
ed craft,

The considerable activity observed
In one of the shipyards may, in a
wav. reflect the activity polng on
In the others. Shins are beine bullt
ranidly. Speed is necessary for {his
two-vear proeram which {ncludes
orders for a total of 100 craft com-

nrisine 64 patrol boats and 26 mine-
sweepers,
Four Ships At A Time

Vickers tackled the problem of
fast bullding hy smrf!ng the con-
struetion of four hoats at a time
In a slin where formerly, the fob
of lavine two keels side by side was
considerad a remarkable nerform-
ance.

Easfly Re-habilitated

The men, manv of whom had heen
on direct rellef in the past few
months, are exnerfencing an easv
readantation to thelr machines and
tools. Fverv one hrines hack to the
plant the fov with which the ear-
penter lavs hand onee more on his
hammer after a lone neriod of idle-
ness. Around the hulls they have
erected  heavy wooden scaffolds
which sunport the men working on
the shins.

Metal workers are busy in the
ships mmching rivet holes and cut-
tine plates to shape. Others are al-
ready Jayine the finished deck
plates for the forecastle. A furnace
at the back of the slin keens a score
more of sturdy angle smiths busv
with the eonstant production of
steel frames which must be bent
to fit In the ship’s lines or shape.
The furnaces throw vivid lichte in
the slin which Is already illumin-
ated by the sparks of the walding
torches as from a mighty Thor's
hammer striking hard on white-
hot metal.

No Hustle

Whatever ranidity may be not-
fced there, no hustle, no precipita-
tlon is tolerated. Work advances
aulekly, but good care is taken that
evervthing should be done the rioht
wav, and the ships take form from
dav to dav.

Pneumatic riveting machines ear-
v a deafening nolse all over the
numerous shops of the husv vards,
Nowhere elte In Canada can one
have an {dea more real, more direct
of the slonificance of the words so
current todav to Canada’s “econom-
fc front” and “war effort.”

Slight miscalenlation may
effect the ship's performance and
impair its reliability and - effect-
lveness as an effective war unit,

start once more on its now -
ual work, and four more ships will
be built. As a matter of fact, ‘he
essential parts for the laying of tha
four other keels are already manu-
factured,

On the whole surface of the
grounds in the shipvard. thers is
hardly an inch that s left uncov-

ered by tools, sheets of metal in
preparation or by the rafls of which
clrculate  heavily loaded wasons
used for thae transportation, from
one end of the slip to the other, of
all the matertal,

At noon, the sirens draw the men
from thelr work but brine them
ack at one o'clock sharn. Tha shin
'constmntlon proeram has already
claimed from the demoralizing |
:erfla. of idleness, hundreds of these
men.

At Malsonmeuve, many of these,
mostly youths but also several ex-
perfenced men who had been em-
ployed in construction work during
the previous war, have come: back
to work at Vickers,

Canadian and British exnerts are
Seen on the spot, visiting thorough-
ly each part of the different work
shops and studying the plans and
blue-prints prepared by the design-
ers of these vessels,

Secrecy Necessary

Discretion is manifest averwhers
at Vickers. Nothing of what goes on
inside the vard or in the other
plants i{s allowed to transpire out-
side. Authorizations to visitors are
seldom given. Not only must the
secrets of the construction he closely
kept, but there must be constant
guard against sabotage. Every work-
er entering the vards must hear his
admission number well in evidence
on his coat, or on the suspenders
of his overalls. The ceneral mana-
ger has his own number on the la-
pel of his coat. Even those who
have obtained authority to visit the
plant are often questioned on the
nature of thelr business as they
proceed on thelr tour.

Access to Vickers has never hesn
very easv. I this Industrial nlant
situated In the eastern part of Mon-
treal, twenty-five submarines were
bullt during the last war. The tra-
ditfon of the shipbuilder is main-
tained there, with kermen carrving
on the main work. The vard {s work-
Ing at ful! eapacitv. Over-time work
is being done, and the men confri-
bute to this great task of tha de-
fence of Canada. with all their en-
ergy and their skill.
