FISH CULTURAL ACTIVITIES

OTTAWA, April 23—With a view
to glving further assistance to fish
and game associations and other
bodies in helping to maintain and
improve the angling resources of the
countr,y the ¥ish Cultyre Division
of the Dominion Tisheries Branch
has made preparations whereby or-
ganizations taking up fish cultural
activities ‘in the provinces in whish
the fisheries are administered by
the Federal Government, may obtain
expert advice and supervision with-
out charge, as well as free allolments
of egg and fry.

Fish reared by any association
under this co-operstive plan are to
be  distributed in public waters only.
Assistance has already been given
in several instances and experience
has indicated that co-operative fish
culture can be successfully extended,
with advantage not only to those
{mmediately concerned but to the
country generally, This view is also
supported by the experiencs of the
United States whepe the number of
co-operstive fish eulture plants in-

States Buréau of Fisheries has now
reached approximately 5,000,000.

by the Fish Culture Division will be
conditional on its approval of the
site which any asssociation proposes
to use and its approval of the par-
ticular objects in view, for an or-
ganization to begin the develop-
ment of a site before it has been
inspected and approved by an ex
perienced fish culturist and engineer
is only to invite failure. In all cases
in which assistance is sought under
this co-operative plan, the Fish Qul-
ture Division will make the necessary
expert examination of suggested sites
without cost to the associations con-
cerned. During the development of
approved sites it will also furnish ex-
pert advios and supervision so that
the steps taken may be along the
lines which the experience of train-
ed fish culturists has shown to be
best.
_ When a plant is ready for operat-
jon the Division will supply eggs or
fry of the variety best suited to the
particular ease. The size of allot-
ments, of course, will vary accord-
ing to the total supply of eggs and
which the Division has available at
ita hatcheries and according to
the extend and efficiency of the
plants.

Conservation Important

Fish culture has become increas-
ingly important In Canada as the
number of fishermen has grown
greater and the motor car and the
gasoline engine have made fishing
waters more readily for the angler
and the commercial fisherman. From
the economic standpoint it 1s es-
sential that there should be’con-
tiuned attention to the maintenance
of the fishing resources, and from
the anglers' point of view it is de-
sirable that there should be intell-
igent action toward conserving and
bullding up the stock of fish in sport-
ing waters.

The co-operative fish culture plan
opens the way for anglers’ associa-
tion, service clubs, ete., to paitici-
pate effectively in maintaining well
stocked lakes and streams and thus
to increase the sporteman’s Oppor-
tunities of enjoying good fishing,
With Nature supplying the sites and
the Fish Culture Division supply-
ing the Try and the requisite ex-
pert assistance; associatiin will be
emabled to oarry on fish culture
without much expense.
