Thursday when a blizzard
threatened to block the roads. The
storm struck so suddenly that the
bus completed only & mile of an 11
mile trip ‘to the homes of the
children, when it ran into a ditch
at the side of the road. A 15 foot
drift soon engulfed the vehicle. The
snow and sleet quickly buried any
possible supply of fuel and the child-
ren frightened and then hungry,
kept close together in an attempt to
keep warm.

The bus driver Miller stayed with
the children untll Prifay, then he
struck out alone to summon help.
