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Time Lost By
Strikes In U. S.
Tops Records

WASHINGTON, Dec. 30 — (AP)
—Time lost by strikes in the Un-
ited Stateg In the first 11 months
of 1948 toppled all records, includ-
ing the strife-torn post-war year
of 1919, the Bureau of Labor Stat-
istics reported tonight.

A totel of 107,475,000 man-days
was lost by work stoppages
tween January and November —
3 12 times the strike-idleness in
the same period of 1945 and nearly
14 times that of the first 11 months
of the war year, 1944,

The Bureasu also reported that
weekly earnings in manufacturing
industries in November averaged
$45.05 — about $5 more a week than
in November, 1945, although the
work week was about one hour
shorter than a year ago.

Although the average produc-
tlon worker in manufacturing had
an increase of 11 1-2 per cent in
weekly earnings, there was a big
srread around that average.

Por example: Four industries,
employing one per cent of all fac-
tory workers, reported decreases in
weekly earnings between October,
1945, and Octobr, 1946, while 51
\ndustries, with 21 per cent of the
smployment, had increases in
weekly earnings of less than 10
per cent. On the other extreme, 20-
per-cent increases were reported

13 industries with 11 per cent
the workers.

Chinese Communists
Can Wage Long War

(By John Roderick)

PEIPING, Dec. 30 — (AP)—Yen-
an. the Communist capital. appears
to be capabie of prostcuting a
fight against the Chinese Govern=
ment «ith mounting vigor at least
until 1949.

That is my personal view based
on six months of observations and
conversutions with mil tary and
wolitical personalities in Commun-
ist areus, including Yenan, from
L which I have just returned.

The Communists are disappoint-
ed, bt not discouraged by toe

ments of the last year. They say

largely negative political develrp-+rmies

the Kuomintang (Government
party) is unwilling to have them
participate ’n the government ol
any sort of ar equitable sasls and
consequently military struggle s
inevitable.

There is no doubt in Yenan of
the oulccme of the test of arms
and many were certain that Com-
munist armies would win*within
six menths or certainly within a
year.

A number of factors operate to
the Communists’ advantage. First
is the guerilla type of fighting
which permits sustained resistance
with few losses.

A second factor
the grain reserves In Communist
areas: A third #s the economic
stability in Communist ereas and
a fourth is the high morale and
crusading  spirit of Commurist
