LAGGARDS IN MIGRATION

Commissioneér Lamb, who is re-
garded as one of the most import-
ant authorities on Migration and
Overseas Settlement, is at one with
this view. In this book he says,
“We are slow to take wup and de-
velop our great inheritance over-
seas—we do mot spend the money
devoted to that end, and that is
little enough’’, thereby asserting
that the money, £3,000,000 per an-
num, which was voted by Parlia-
ment for the migration of British
people to the Dominfons has not
been drawn upon to the extent it

over-crowding and industrial de-
pressfon which has existed in this
country for a number of years. He
further states that we are adding
to our population at least 1,000
daily, and to set off this we ought
at a conservative estimate to emi-
grate at least 250,000 persons an-
nually whereas last year we only
emigrated 85,398,

THE REMEDY
As a remedy for this
things Commissioner Lamb sug-
gests a ‘new and really acute”
migration policy in which Dominion
Statesmen would co-ordinate. He
advocates a scheme for intensive
training for land work which would
fit inexperienced men to start work
on the land overseas similarly as
men were hastily made ready for
the war. .
“For the purposes of peace” he
asks, “‘Shall we do less than we did
with the little enough preparation
for the purposes of war? If men and
