It was in the days of Herod the
Great, King of Judea, ‘in B. C.. 6,
that Zacharias received in the
Holy place of the Temple, the tid-
ings that he should be the father
of Johnthe Baptist, Zacharias was|
a priest and therefore descended |
from Aaron. His wife Ellzabeth!
was also of priestly lineage. Their|
Yome was in the hill country
eouth of Jerusalem, probably in
the neighborhood of Hebron. They
(had no child and both were well
'advanced in years. ]

“Whilé he executed the priest's

many priests at that time—twenty
thousand, according to tradition
—that to serve in the Holy Place
was allowed to any one priest on-
ly once in his life. This was there-
fore the day of all days to Zach-
arfas and the vision was to render
it.still mMore memorable. “In the
order of his course .” The priests
were divided into twenty-four
courses, each of- which was on
duty in its turn, for a week at a
time, Zacharias belonged (verse5 )
to the course of|Abijah, the eighth
of the courses.

“His lot
was.” Four lots were drawn to de-
termine the order of the ministry
of the day: the first, before day-
break, xo designat&" the priests

propare its fires; the second for
the priest who was to offer the
sacrifce and cleanse - the candle-
stick and the altar of incense; the
third for the—priest who— should
burn incense; and' the fourth ap-
pointing those who were to lay
the sacrifice and meat-offering on
the altar, and pour out the drink
offering. In drawing the lot fur
the burning of incense, all were
excluded who had previously per-
formed that service unless ali
present - had so officiated. “To
burn incense when he went into
the Temple of the Lord.!” That is

was always the symbol of prayer.
King Uzziah became a leper when
he usurped this high privilege.

The incense offered  was com-
pounded according to a definite
prescription of stace onycha, gal
bainum and pure frankincense, as
it often is at the present time,
and the coals on which it was
burned were brought in from the
altar of burnt offering. “And the
whole multitude of the people
were praying ~ without.” - There
might be a crowd within the
temple precincts at the hour of
prayer any day of the week, not
merely on the Sabbath or on a
feast day. “At the time of incense’
That time of day would be either
about 9 a. m. or about 3 p. m., the
time of the morning or of the ev-
ening sacrifice. “On the right side
of the altar of incense.” The right
side was regarded as the favour-
able side; thus the sheep are sent
to the right and the goats to the
left in Matt.
