Appeal' Case
Re Counterfeit
Ration Coupons

In the Supreme Court yesterday
before Chief Justice T. A. Camp-
bell the appeal of Frank Burt,
charged with possession of coun-
tarfeit sugar coupons,. was dis-
missed and the Magistrate’s con-
viction confirmed. In a second ap-
peal on the charge of unlawfully
acquiring rationea goods tne ap-
peal was allowed and the convic-
tion quashed. Folowing is the text
of the judgment in the first-men-
ticned appeal:

“This is an appeal from convic-
tion and sentence by Stipendiary
Mag'strate Martin made on a
charge of pcssession of counter-
feit ration coupons. The appellant
pleaded guilty before wie Magis-
trate and no evidence was given
on either sice. The sentence was
three months’ imprisonment with-
out the opticn of a fine, and at
the same session the same Magis-
trate fined the appeilant $200 or
two months’ imprisonment in de-
faultl on a charge of unlawfuliy
acquiring rationed goods (pre-
sumably by the use of the same
coupons). This Court therefore
has no material before it to esti-
mate the basis on which the Mag-
istrate arrived at his sentence.
“The only conclusion I can draw
is that the Magistrate considered
the offence to be of equa] gravity
with those invoived in the cases
against MoEachern and Burhoe,
upon whom similar sentences were
mposed.

No Evidence

“It is a matter of extreme dif-
ficulty fof a Court of Appeal either
to confirm or modify the sentence
of the trial magisirate where no
evidence whatever was taken be-
fore him and where no reasons are
glven for the sentence fixed. The
only course open to a- Court of Ap-
peal under such circumstances is
to consider the matter entirely de
novo.

“In response to the Court's dif-
ficulty on this pont it was agreed
by Counse]  that there should be
read in evidence a statement made
by the appellant to Corporal
Roome of the R.CM.P. on Novem-
ber 8th. In this statement the ac-
cused told of purchasing six sheets
of ration coupons, which he later
found to be counterfeit, from one
Albert Farrah at the price of $100,
of which he paid $50 in cash but
never paid the balance.

“The appellant went on to state
that he deposited the six sheets
of coupons with one Charles Willis
who operates a general store at
Covehead, and obtaned from Wil-
lies two bags of sugar at the or-
dinary retall price, apparently with
the inteneion of getting four more
bags at a later time. Further trans-
actions were, however, frustrated
by the discovery that the coupons
were counterfeit.

“The foregoing statement is not
contradicted so far as these pro-
ceedings are concerned, and it
would be improper tor the Court to
take into considerat'on the alleged
fact that the appellant later re-
pudiated the statement in the
ccurse . of 'a’ prosecution against
Farrah, That might properly be the
subject of - another but
cannot be weighed in assessing the
gravity of the present offense.

Conviction Confirmed

“The payment, however,. of $100
or even $50 for six sheets of sugur
coupons indicates beyond a doubt
hat the sugar which the appeliant
was_procuring was intended to be
used .n some highly illicit manner.
That seems to me to differentiate
the case clearly from those cof Mec-
Fachern and Burhoe in which the
accused persons ht  very well
have violated the law with the
mere. object of wishing to oblige
(albeit illeguliy) their regular cus-
tomers. Such an object could not
be contemplated by the price paid
for the coupons by this appeliant.

“The case therefore seems to me,
on the materials presently avail-
able, to be much more serious than
either of the other cases, and the
sentence ‘mposed by - the Magis-
trate does not seem to be excessive.
