RECORDS OF EMPIRE PILO'I‘S AND ALL-ROUND IN-
CREASE IN AIR DEFENCE RESULT IN REMARK-

ABLE YEAR.

LONDON Dec. 21 —(CP) =—
Without fanfare and in the midst
of pressing and unprecedented de-
fence preparations, British air-
men have written another chapter
of glorious achievement n avia-
tion’s march of progress during the
past 12 months.

Most outstanding has been Brl-
tein's rise from a second-class air
re)'g to a position where her air
force is regarded as secorvl to none
among the powers of the world.

Litt'e has been disclosed about
the actual might of the mnation's
air wing, although latest reports
estimate 1750 first-llne machines
will be available for nome de-
fehce by April, 1939. This figure is

materially increased by craft at-
tached to the fleet air arm
Factories throughout the land

are working overtime supplying the
needs of the  stepped-up con-
striction program and during the
past two years the total stength
of all ratings in the R.A F. has
more than doubled

Since April 1, 1935, applications
from 16.800 candidates for short-
service commissions have been con-
sidered and 3850 pilots enrolled.
The number who have already
comp’eted flight training or in the
course of training, exceeds 8,500
During the same period 25,200 air-
men have entered © the rpecial
trades such as flight mechanics,
