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Farm Machinery Prices

it is estimated that the direct cost of the
I-2 per ocent increase ith farm machinery
prices,—almost the last major episode in Par-
liament before the Laster recess—will ultimate-
ly run into liverally tens of millions of dollars.

Here are the disquicting facts with regard to
the situation:

(1) A bureaucracy, the Wartime Prices
and Trade Board, made and announced the de-
cision increasing the farm machinery price ceil-
ngs.

(2) The same bureaucracy, working in
characteristic {ashion, didn't consult either the
Cabinet in general nor the Minister of Agri-
culture, in particular, before enforcing the pol-
ity

(3) When  Parliamentary Leader  John
Bracken of the Progressive Conservatives
sought to raise the matter as an issue in the
Commons, the influence of bureaucracy was so
great that at first the Government refused to
allow the matter to be raised. It was only after
a reaction of violent protest had warned the
Ministry of the storm which the episode had
stirred nation-wide, that the Progressive Con-
servative chieftain finally was allowed to
bring the matter before the House.

This evidence of the manner in which irre-
sponsible bureaucracy has entrenched itself
during the war, and its cavalier disregard of
Cabinet and Parliament alike in formulating
policies vitally affecting the livelihood of thous-
ands of Canadians, sent the M. P's back to
their constituents in thoughtful mood. To the
Progressive Conservatives particularly it seem-
ed clear that their Number One task when they
returned after the Easter recess must be to break
the hold which the bureaucrats have gained over
the liberties of the people.
w0 o) é-»érmers of Canada are expected to
buay=in"the neighbourhood of $75,000,000 worth
of : agricultural machinery- during the present
year. That meaps that the imnediate cost of
the 12 1-2 per cent increase to them will be in
excess of $8,000,000. In addition to this im-
mediate outlay, however, there is the fact that
the increase is a continuing one—the farmers

, Will have topay it not only during the present
year but also throughout years to come.

It was on March 30 that the Wartime Prices
and - Trade Board raised the ceiling prices on
steel by five per cent. It took the agricultural
implement makers just under a fortnipht — 13
days ta be exact—to secure a 12 1-2 per cent in-
crease in their gross prices to make up for the
§ per cent rise in the cost of one of their raw
muaterials,

The experience of the implerient makers
was in striking contrast to that of the farmers.
The Liberal Government promised the farmers
duty-free agricultural implements in the 1921
campaign which first returned it to power after
the last war. It was more than twenty years
later—on July 1, 1944—before the promise was

« finally redeemed.

Succession Duties

A man dies in Prince Edward Island and
Jeaves an estate of $50,000 to his widow, also
a resident of this Province. In the estate are
shares "in Ontario gorporations to the value of

' $30,000. Prince Edward Island taxes the en-
tire estate, but Ontario taxes the $30,000 at
the rate imposed upon $50,000 estates. This
estate *would pay nearly twice as mwch in the
two taxes as it would have done had all the pro-
perty been locawed iy either one of the Prov-
inces. If the estite is divided among more than
two Provincgs, so much the worse for the
beneficiaries,

inations. Al five pupils, ranging
in age from 13 to 168 years, were
successful in passing their exams,
all seniors making well over the
400 mark, and this in spite of the
fact that the teacher who pre-
pared them had no qualifications
other than one year in the despis-
ed Prince of Wales College, where
she obtalned a second class lc-
ence. - On the other hand, I have
known teachers who, although pos-
sessing a simdlar licence, showed
no aptitude or liking for thelr
work, and seemed to have little or
no interest in the progress of th
pupils under their
