; The Postmaster General has announced new reduced irarnational Air
Mail rates which mean a saving of at least 50 per cent in postage on
average-weight Air Mail letters destined for overseas.

Previously, any letter which weighed less than one-half ounce paid
full half-ounce postage. Now, a quarter-ounce letter — two light-
weight sheets in a lightweight envelope—will be carried to most parts
of the world for at least half the former half-ounce postage.
