HALIFAX, N. 8., April 8—F. P.
Gutelius, general manager of  Cana-
dian Government railways, says there
is.absolutely no. warrant for any em-
bargo by the Canadian Pacific Rail-
way, for the Intercolonial was fully
able to handle all the .traffic -offered.
The Canadian Pacific Railway, he said,
‘placed an embargo against the Inter-
colonial on’ March 2. and if they are
now: holding cars over gix weeks it is
bacause they do not switch them out
of their congested terminals and send
them forward.

Notices from the Canadian Pacific
Railway yesterday showed that they
were holding only 210 cars, which is
one day’'s husiness for the Intercolo-
nial Railway.

On ' the whole line from Montreal
east, an average of 184 ' cars was
brought from Montreal  to Halifax.
The road has a capacity of more than
200 cars east-bound daily.

Mr. Gutelius said that shippers who
desired to escape the Canadian Paci-
fic Railway embargo should route
their freight-via the Grand ’l’runk and
the Intercolonial.

OTTAWA, April 7.—At the Railway
Department yesterday denial was gi-
ven to the report that the Intercolonial
Railway is not in a position to- handle
business offered it at Montreal from
other roads.
