LONDON, ©Oct. 14 — Although
there seems to be little possibility
of the British Government adopt-
ing a general protectionist policy
the indications are that the Dom-
inlons intend to give the Mother
Country an Intensive educational
courae in the principles of protec-
tion. It {3 undersiood Premier
Bruce, of Australia, intends to re-
main in Great Britain after the Im-
perial Conference has adjourned
and will travel extensively through
the provinces explaining the de-
tails of the preferential program and
pointing out the benefits which he
considers ‘Great Britain as well as
the Dominions would gain from it.

The Liberal leaders do not fear
any immediate change in the Gov-
ernment’s policy, They view any
general increases in the taxation
on food-stuffs as unthinkable They
consider Prime Mitister Baldwin’s
cabinet ia held by former Premier
Bonar Law's pledge to maintain the
gaoneral flscal policy approved by
the voters at the last general elec-
tion. The free traders, however,
are well aware that the Govern-
ment, by attempting to placate the
overseas protectionigtda with a few
monsels of dried fruit, sugar and
tobacco, have taken action which
heads towards tariff ‘mazes from
which the Government may have
‘the greatest difficulty in receding.

Having met with partial success
in receiving the promise of prefer-
ence for fruits, the Dominjons are
considered llkely to continue to
urge similar consideration for all
of their products, for although the
expressions of gratitude from ov-
enseas have been numerous cince
Sir Philip Lloyd Greame announc:
ed that the Govt, had been con-
verted to partial preference, there
is indication that Australla and
New Zealand will not be satisfied
until meat is included in the list
of preferred articles, For this rea-
gon the free traders throughoutthe
country are actively preparing to
repel the protectionists’ attacks.

One of the fist steps this morn-
ing taken along this line is-to put
thgir side of the issue hefore the
British housewife, who, they urged,
would be forced to pay increased
prices for foodstuffs under the pre-
ferential policy. The executive of-
ficers of the Women's National
Liberal- Federation have passed a
resolution declaring that organiza-
tion viewed with alarm the signs
of a.protectionist campaign, and
urging all Liberal women to re-
affirm their faith in free trade.

Government officials, however,
pdint out that the Liberal alarm is
heing fostered largely for fall pol-
ftical campalgn material, as the
Government forces as ‘well as the
avowed free traders realize that the
adoption of any general preferen -
tial scheme while the people are
in their present state of mind con-
cerning the prices of foodstuffs
would be likely to prove suicidal
to themselves.
