The acute stage
lasts from ten to twenty days but
there is great danger of relapse if
proper care is not taken.

The painful joints chould be kept
wrapped preferably in flannel. A
nightgown - split down the front-
permits of sponging and drying the
body with the least amount of dis-
turbance to the patient. !

Liniments and drugs which con-
trol pain will alleviate the distress |
while absolute rest will help the
heart to recover from inflamation
which may have attacked it.
