New YORK, Augd0.—Instantly killed by
10,000 volts of electricity, Patrick Mec-
Carthy, an electrcian, was held in a
standing position for many minutes by
the current at the New Haven raflroad
power house, at 153rd street and Mott
Avenue, yesterday afterncon. His head
in contact with a charged chain, while
his hands grasped a heavy cable, he was
held like a needle by a magnet until his
fellow workmen could dislodge his body
with long wooden poles.
McCarty and several other men were
passing a heavy cable througha tube inthe
vicinity ofone of dynamos. Mr McCarty
held one end of the cable in his hand and
walked backwards, He knew he was
near the dynamo and was careful, but he
did not see a chain that dangled from the

attention to it. In some manner this had
become charged with the full force of the
10,000 volts, and as his back struck ita
circuit was completed with the cabie that
he had in his hand, He was dead in an
{nstant, but the terrible force held him
erect.
