Gasoling Tmports for. July Cut in Two
Bhow Very Favorable Position
Caundian Refiners.

The records covering imports of
gasoline into Canada for the month
of ‘July are highly favorable to the
position of the large refiners in Can-
ada, such as Imperial OIll," British
Ameriean Oil and  McColl-Frontenac.
These figures show a very sharp de-
cline-——one of 50 p.c.—in total imports
of gasoline from the United States,
as compared with the month of July
last year., After allowing for a cer-
tain reduction in imports on account
of smaller sales at service stations
this year compared with last, the re-
cord indicates a very marked ad-
vautage to the Canadian refiners
through the imposition of the duties
on gasoline at the-emergency session
of Parliament last Autumn. This situ-
ation is certain to affect very favor-
ably the earnings ‘of the refining
companies in Canada for the ecurrent

year,

Taking both grades of gasoline im-
ported in July, 1,786,755 gallons and
7,407,336, there wvas a total of 9 194,001
gallons, This eompared with a. total
of 18,287,241 for July of last year—
a2 cut of practically 50 per cent for
1031, Tn June there had been imported
into Canada 11,008,082 gallons of gaso-
line as compared with 17,576,161 in
June 1030—a reduction of less than
one-third, indicating a marked im-

MONTREAL, ‘Sept, 5—While the
situation in regard to infantile par-
alysis in, Montreal is not alarming,
it calls for serious attention, ac-
cording to a statement issued to-
day by Dr. A, Grant Fleming, head
of the Department of Public
Health of McGill University and
member of the ommittee formed
two years ago to look after the
maintenance of a supply. of serum
for the treatment of the disease.
