sinks of roltenness and shame, will
pmc!u!m their patriotism, Think of
Jercu'na.h heing turned back at one of
the ‘city gatos s g traitor! Beware
of men who have nothing else to
wrap themselves in but the old flag.

Let it be understood that no mere
flag-waving patriot is as far-sighted
as the patriotic prophet or man of
God ‘who can toll his country in good
round terms what is the matter with
it and the judgment that awaits it
and the bigness and blackness of the
devil that seeks to make it his own,
I\'.o one has learned the character or
history of Jeramiah until- he hasg
cuughAt some glimpse, at least, of the
meaning of patriotism, which, at the
same time, spells piety—truth-telling
God-fearing, nation-loving, soul-snr:

Put it was the same truth-tell-
ing Jeremiah! 1t is well not to put
confidence in' men. What a juggler
the prophet would have been to have
done it snccessfully!

Surely there is something gugges-
tive for us to learn from such ecircum-\
stances. . Perhaps -it is this: That
common sense, if it only means clasg-
sense, will not do. It is not suffi-
gient. for the information of sane and
just judgments., Men must learn to
be bigger than their class. * Neither
priest-class nor prince-class ig big
enough for a ‘man—unless he is in
every way a very small man.

But it was to this supremest test
of patience Jeremiah was put—that
of having to do and deal with small-
bore men. What a specimen Zedekiah
was! Secretly he wanted all the help
he could get from the prophet, but
he dared not follow his connsel. Dr,
Maclaren calls him. ‘‘the archaie” Mr,
Facing-both-ways.”’  Good.

Fverything in the lesson goes to
show the greatness of Jeremiah. He
was thoroughly human, but he was
filled with the Spirit. Man is most
man when he is filled with God.

STRIKING LIFE OF LAFAYETTE.

From poorly-paid bank clerk to one
of the world’s foremost entertainers
drawing a salary of $200,000 a year,
such in brief is the record of the
"Great Lafayette,” who was killed in
the Empire Theatre fire in Bdinburgh,
He was born in Los Angeles, and
even ag a boy he showed a marked
partiality for music and art. He was
sent to Munich to gtudy, which he did
not' do very conscientiously, but he
performed a good deal at smoking
congerts, ‘getting a vast amount of
experience that in later days was of
the utmost value to him.

Wher he returned to America he
went into a San Francisco bank, but
still clung, as an amateur, to enter-
taining in his gpdre time. He did al-
most anything, singing, reciting, imi-
tating, and playing 'all sorts of musi-
cal instruments.

Having saved a little money he left
home detormined to make a music-
hall career for -himself, though his
parents told him that he would be
home in a month without a penny in
his pocket. He got his first engage-
ment at Spokane Falls at a fee of $10
a week but not at a music hall. La-
fayette’s part in the programme was
to make caricatures of American cele-
brities and bang a big drum while
teeth were extracted. His salary was
soon raised, but he left that business
and became ar ‘actor in a regular
theatre.

In New Orleans he saved $5,000,
and this was the starting point of his
brillient career. Chicago was the
first big city he took by storm. New
York followed, and when there, six

ears ago, he was being paid $25,000
or a twenty-three weeks' engage-
ment.

Lafayette's first appearance in Lon-
don was at the Hippedrome, under
Mr. Stcll’s management, in 1900. His
turn, which lasted over an hour, con-
sisted of conjuring .tricks, character-
istic, acting, conducting, illusions,
impersonations, and wonderful scenic
effects, an absolute unique act.

WONDERFUL ILLUSIONS.

Lafayette was a clever modesller of
clay, and this accomplishment, as
well as that of painting, entered into
the scheme of his great ‘‘entertain-
ment offering,’”” ag his ‘‘show’’ was
billed in ‘the country of his birth. In
the second:part of his programme we
found him at work on a rmodel of
of ‘‘Leda and .the Swan,” bringing
them into shape with extraordinary
rapidity, but by the actual process
of the sculptor; and then, in some
mysterious fashion, disposing of his
work in a flash, and revealed to our
astonished eyes a living Leda mount-
ed amid cancades of seintillating wat-
ers from the fountain of Isis.

His ‘‘mysteries,”” though they dealt
with the appearance and the  disap-
pearance of a man or a woman under
amazing circumstunées, were Very
different ' to. those of the ordinary
illusionist. They were magnificently
spectacular, and often given in dra-
matic form. His last illusion, for in-
stance, was a romance in Oriental set-
ting, wherein a noble young Persian
prince rescued a captive maid from a
lion’s den, which she had preferred to
the harem of a terrible pasha.

He was extremely
particular about his contracts, and
would never attach his name to a pa-
per until he had carefully considered
ita whole meaning and gone into
every phase of it.

OUne of the great secrets of his suc-
cess was his belief in advertising. He
spent thousands of dollars yearly in
exploiting bimself, and as one l.on-

his ideas were enough to scare the
average advertiser.’’

Although not reckiess with his
finances, he spent large sums when

he foresaw that they would return
him tenfold. He was particularly ex-
travagant “in the selection of his
scenery and other paraphernalia, and
most of ‘it was built to order after
his own design.

It is stated that he had paid at
least $10,000 for his famous lion, and
that his scenery, curtains, etc., were
valued at about $50,000.

It is related of him that when he
was still a struggling performer, he
asked a certain manager $50 a week
and was promptly refused. He told
the manager he would make him one
day pay him the biggest fee in his
record. A few years later he refused
a fee of $1,250 at that very house.
