KEEPING GLOVES RIGHT

How are you gloves standing up
uncer the strain of busy hands these
,days? Do you find yourself doing
a bit of mending on the seams occa-
sionally? Well, here’s the best way
to do it. First, make blanket stitsh-
es along the edges of the ripped seam
to strengthen {t. Then draw "the
edges together by overhanding
through the blanket stitches. Start
without a knot, but hold threac
down along edge of seam as you
overhead Wh-n the end of the
ripped sesm ¥ reached, take two
stitches back to make the end of
the sewing strong enough to hold.
Carry the thread end to the insice
of the glove finger and clip it off.
Be sure all thread ends are hidden
inside  the glove. To have as few
seam rips as possible always when
you dip them in gentle suds wash
heavy leather and fabric gloves on
the hancs, doeskin and chamois
gloves off the hands.
